Abstract:

The principles of the onomasiological approach had governed the analysis of
terminological units using the synchronic method consistently. With the development of an
understanding of the cognitive nature of concepts, however, we can state that the diachronic
study in terminology has been vindicated. In this respect, the role of Latin as tertium
comparationis cannot be underestimated. This article presents an analysis of the potential
importance of Latin in the diachronic study of metaphorical terms in the Bulgarian and
English anatomical systems. A cross-linguistic analysis of the influence of the former on the
latter two, is attempted, based on an extended tri-lingual corpus. The study expounds the
argument that calques have a greater importance in Bulgarian anatomical terminology,
while direct borrowings and code switching are more pronounced in the English one.

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Abstract: The main objective of this paper is to make a comparison between a group of
English adjectives derived by means of the suffixes -able and -ible and the present passive
participle in Bulgarian — a participle often classified as a verbal adjective in Bulgarian and
with which the aforementioned adjectives are often translated. The paper attempts to
provide evidence that these English adjectives are not only semantic but also functional
equivalents to the Bulgarian present passive participle and finally raises the question
whether the parallels drawn between the English -able/-ible adjectives and the Bulgarian
present passive participle are ample evidence to differentiate a group of present passive
participles in English.

Key Words: Present Passive Participle, Adjective, Formant, Functional Equivalent

In current-day English there is a group of approximately 1800 adjectives derived by
means of the suffixes -able and -ible and they tend to become more and more numerous. If we
closely examine their etymology, we will come to the conclusion that some of them originated as
far back as the beginning of the 13" century and others have a fairly recent origin. It is safe to say
that a great number of the verbal stems they are derived from have French and respectively Latin
origins as do the suffixes themselves. However, there are some verbal adjectives (such as
understandable) derived from Old English verbal stems rather than from such of overtly Latin and
French origins. We could also add that despite the fact that many have Latin origins (via French),
the verbs they are derived from are parts of the English lexicon as well. This probably supports the
idea that even if they were initially taken from French and Latin as ready-made forms, later on, the
process of derivation with these suffixes became productive in English and was embraced as a
native one.

Their Bulgarian counterparts in the majority of cases are the present passive participles
formed with the help of the morpheme -m. Similarly to the English -able/-ible adjectives these
Bulgarian forms are said to be of foreign origins — Ivan Kutsarov mentions briefly in his
Theoretical Grammar of the Bulgarian Language that they have Russian and Old Church Slavonic
origins (Kutsarov, 1., 2007), whereas Konstantin Kutsarov provides more detail in his research
work on Bulgarian participles by stating in his opening chapter that it is true that more often than
not present passive participles are introduced into the language as ready-made products from Old
Church Slavonic and Russian, but one can also come across such forms which are derived from
living Bulgarian verbs. (Kutsarov, K., 2012).

A more comprehensive examination of the -able/-ible and -m formants’ etymology points
at even greater similarities between Bulgarian present passive participles and the aforementioned
English adjectives. The dictionary entry about the etymology of -able/-ible puts emphasis on the
fact that the suffix is actually -ble and the vowels depend on the stems of the verbs. -/ble is usually
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added to verbal roots of overtly Latin origin whereas -able is added to verbal bases of either
English origin or to any other foreign verbal roots. The etymological entry of the aforementioned
suffix (-ble) also uncovers its kinship to the Latin verb habere — “to have, to hold”.

Respectively a more thorough look into the etymology of the -m formant reveals that it is
part of the root of the Old Bulgarian verbs of possession 4ti and im7ti (Dzhelyova, 2015) — the
former meaning “to take, to hold” and the latter — “to have”. A. Dzhelyova adds that as a suffix in
the present passive participle, -m means that the bearer is the centre of a certain property.
(Dzhelyova, 2015)

Ivan Dobrev calls -m a medial pronominal root and he argues that present passive
participles in Bulgarian originated from old substantives denoting a centre of activity. He explains
further that the ancient forms of present passive participles nosim] (carriable, portable) derived
from the transitive verb nositi and visim] (hangable) - from the intransitive one vis7ti, initially
meant substantives or objects which possessed the quality or capability of being carried or hung.
Dobrev also lists the functions the —m formant served in the past among which (in addition to the
formation of present passive participles) is the formation of instrumental and dative case
inflections.

According to Dobrev, however, not all Indo-European languages derived their
instrumental and dative inflections from the medial pronominal root -m. Some of these case
inflections actually developed from another old suffix -bA akin to the preposition b(o)=ob (Latin).
The instrumental, ablative and dative meanings of the suffix -b# were developed from the use of
the element in the sense “in front of/opposite”. The postpositive adverb bh which indicated the
presence of a side person or object during the implementation of the activity was granted the new
meaning of a case inflection for indirect objects, starting points and instrumental circumstances.
Based on the fact that -m participated in the formation of not only the instrumental-dative case
endings but also in verbal inflections and the formation of present passive participles, it would not
be too far-fetched to presume that as a participant in the -ble suffix -b is a formant of a similar
participle in English.

In the etymological entry of -able we find out that it represents the Proto-Indo-European
*-tro- which was used for the formation of nouns denoting instruments and this fact backs the
hypothesis even more. A. Dzhelyova describes the roles that *-d/*-# morphemes (*-¢ is present in
*-tro-) played in Proto-Indo-European language — one of which was to participate in the formation
of the genitive case inflections. Genitive case is the chief case used for quasi-subjects and quasi-
objects and it also denotes going from and towards a certain centre. (Dzhelyova, 2015)

If we are trying to claim that Bulgarian present passive participles and -ble adjectives are
so alike, then we should probably try to apply the definition of one to the other. Few Bulgarian
scholars deal with present passive participles in detail. In most theoretical grammars they are
barely mentioned let alone given a definition. Many Bulgarian grammarians even go further in
classifying participles in general as verbal adjectives and not as participles or participial adjectives.
Most attempts at defining what participles actually are end up as descriptions of what verbal and
nominal characteristics they possess.

K. Kutsarov (2012) provides what seems most like a definition of participles and a
differentiation between them and adjectives. He says that it is true that an adjective and a participle
are similar in that they can both be used attributively and predicatively. What separates participles
from adjectives is the fact that their verbal base activates the quality they attribute. According to
him a participle designates an active attributive quality of the phenomenon named by the noun.
(Kutsarov, 2012) The same could be as easily ascribed to the English -ble adjectives as well.

One of the characteristic features of adjectives often used to draw a line between
adjectives and other parts of speech is that the majority of adjectives can have degrees of
comparison unlike other parts of speech. The fact that -ble adjectives bear degrees of comparison
does not prove their adjectival status — Bulgarian present passive participles also allow degrees and
if that is not enough evidence due to their controversial status, we can easily add examples of other
types of participles which behave in a similar manner (mo-ycmsur; mo-ycmuxsart). What all of this
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proves, however, is that participles are indeed an intermediate link between adjectives and verbs.

Another point in favour of the theory that -ble adjectives are not pure adjectives is that
participles are said to recognize the category of voice (unlike adjectives). -ble adjectives can be
paraphrased by using the following models: “to be+past participle/ able to be+past participle* in
which they bear an uncanny resemblance to Bulgarian present passive participles that also contain
both a passive and a modal meaning. Nakova (2009) writes in her paper on Bulgarian present
passive participles that they are marked with the modal meaning ABILITY which does not affect
in any way their participial status. In fact, we could argue that the same is equally valid for -ble
adjectives.

In favour of the -m verbal adjectives’ status as participles, she mentions that the strongest
argument of many Bulgarian scholars for excluding them from the paradigm of participles is the
fact that they do not take part in complex verbal predicates and that a verb phrase of the type
comtnpunacamenno na -m (sum+-m prilagatelno=be+-m adjective) is defined as a complex
nominal predicate. Nakova (2009) disproves this by explaining it is not the only participle in
Bulgarian which does not participate in complex verbal predicates (the Bulgarian present active
participle and deeprichastie often translated with a gerund in English are other illustrations).

The morphologically marked Bulgarian past passive participle does not participate only
in verbal constructions with copula verbs but is also used attributively in which case it does not
lose its passive sense and the same goes for the present passive participle. (Kutsarov, K., 2012)
Thus we could easily infer that a construction containing a -ble adjective no matter whether the
aforementioned adjective is used predicatively or attributively, due to the presence of a passive
sense, is, in fact, analogical in use and meaning to constructions containing Bulgarian present
passive participles.

The last part of this paper presents a study of examples from George Orwell’s 71984.
Before going into details, I would like to mention briefly that in addition to the examples from
Orwell’s 1984 and its Bulgarian translation, I have also analysed 300 -able and 215 -ible
vocabulary units to avoid the translator’s subjectivity and preferences for certain lexical and
grammatical constructions. This lead to comparatively equal results: about 61% of English -able
adjectives and 60% of -ible adjectives are translated in Bulgarian with present passive participles.
The reason why the rest of the -able/-ible adjectives are not translated with present passive
participles is the lack of such participles from the corresponding verbal bases (no matter whether
they are transitive or intransitive). Thus, we are oftentimes obliged to translate the English -able/-
ible adjectives either by means of past passive participles which serve as substitutes for the
missing present passive ones, or by means of whole phrases which convey the same meaning a
present passive participle would, if it existed.

All that would probably be better illustrated if examples from the corpus are presented.
The commentaries on the book and its translation do not intend to evaluate the quality of the
translation under consideration. The purpose of this analysis is to try to establish to what extent
English -ble adjectives and Bulgarian present passive participles could be considered as functional
equivalents. Having clarified the matter, I shall present the results.

In the corpus I examined for the purposes of this paper (George Orwell’s 71984) there are
188 instances of usage of -able adjectives (Fig. 1) and 179 instances of usage of —ible adjectives
(Fig. 2). For the sake of convenience the two variants of the formant will be examined in parallel
and the examples will be organised according to their equivalents in Bulgarian.

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The best starting point would probably be -ble adjectives translated in Bulgarian with
present passive participles. The statistics of the examined corpus shows that 41.49% of the -able
(examples 1 and 2) adjectives and 12.85% (examples 3 and 4) of the -ible adjectives are translated
in Bulgarian with present passive participles. Out of the eleven different groups of equivalents in
Bulgarian this one holds first place among -able adjectives and third place among -ible ones:

(1) The past was dead, the future was unimaginable. (EN: 18)

(2) bemre cam, MuHanOTO Oeme MBPTBO, a ObaEIIETO — Hemucaumo. (BG: 19)

(3) Nothing holds it together except an idea which is indestructible. (EN: 123)

(4) Humio He ro obenuHsBa, OCBEH eHA Ues, U T4 € Henobeduma. (BG: 127)

The low percentage of —ible adjectives could easily be accounted for not only by the
translator’s preferences but also by the fact that if we look closely at the corpus dealing with —ible
adjectives, we will notice that —ible adjectives are primarily represented by four adjectives:
possible — 40.78%; impossible — 27.93%; terrible — 7.82%; horrible — 5.03% out of all 179 —ible
adjectives. These results could also be explained by the participation of two of these four
adjectives (possible, impossible) in epistemic predicative constructions considered by some
scholars as constructions with more peculiar status.

The next Bulgarian equivalent which takes a prominent place in the statistics based on the
corpus is Bulgarian adjectives formed by means of the suffix —en — 33.51% of —able adjectives
(examples 5 and 6) and 54.19% of —ible ones (examples 7 and 8) have this equivalent:

(5) An unmistakable message had passed. (EN: 11)

(6) Hecvmnenomo nocnanue 6e mpenazaeHo. (BG: 13)

(7) It was an intricate and responsible job and had better be dealt with last. (EN: 26)
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(8) ToBa Oe cnoxxHa U omeosopra 3aada u mo-1o0pe Oe ma ce 3aeme ¢ Hes Hakpas. (BG:
28)

As far as -able adjectives are concerned all other Bulgarian counterparts have
comparatively weak representation. The third place is shared by two types of constructions — such
containing past passive participles (examples 9 and 10) and such consisting of other types of
adjectives (different from the ones formed by means of the suffix -en — examples 11 and 12). Each
of these holds 3.72%:

(9) They wore them down by torture and solitude until they were despicable, cringing
wretches, confessing whatever was put into their mouths, covering themselves with abuse,
accusing and sheltering behind one another, whimpering for mercy. (EN: 178)

(10) CrnomsiBanu ru C W3TE3aHHS W CAMOTA, NOKATO HE TW MPEBPBLIATH B OKASHU
paboJIeTHN OTPEINKY, KOUTO NPHU3HABAIN BCHYKO, BIOKEHO B yCTaTa UM, HOKPHBAIU CE C JIBXKU,
OOBHMHSIBAIIN U Ce€ IPUKPHUBAIN €ANH 331 APYT, XJIeHdenH 3a mormana.

The same constructions have comparatively low percentage of occurrence in the
examples containing -ible adjectives — 1.68% for other adjectives (examples 13 and 14) and 1.12%
for past passive participles (examples 15 and 16):

(13) There was the most ferrible oppression, injustice, poverty worse than anything we
can imagine. (EN: 62)

(14) Nmano orcecmoka eKcIuioaTauus, HECIPAaBEIUTMBOCT, MU3EPUS — HE MOXKEM Jia CH
IpeACTaBUM KOJIKO Jiomro e 6mio. (BG: 65)

(15) The eyes of the chinless man kept flitting towards the skull-faced man, then turning
guiltily away, then being dragged back by an irresistible attraction. (EN: 164)

The second position with -ible adjectives is held by sentences in which the adjective is
translated with a verb in Bulgarian (21.23%) most probably because of what has already been
mentioned — namely that the two prevalent adjectives possible and impossible take part in
epistemic predicative constructions which could easily be translated with modal verbs. In the case
of -able adjectives modal verbs (examples 17 and 18) constitute only 3.19% thus sharing the
fourth position with passive constructions (examples 19 and 20) and nouns or nominal phrases
(examples 21 and 22):

(17) This place was many metres underground, as deep down as it was possible to go.
(EN: 199)

(18) ToBa momemieHue Oelie MHOTO METPU MOJ 3€MsTa, TOJKOBA ABIOOKO, KOJIKOTO
modcewe na ce cturae. (BG: 210)

(19) Perhaps her thickened, stiffened body was no longer recognizable from behind. (EN:
206)

(20) EnBa n HaTeanoTo ¥ BTBBPAEHO TSUIIO MOXKeEIIe da 6voe pasnoznamo B rpuo. (BG:
218)

(21) It also follows that though the past is alterable, it never has been altered in any
specific instance. (EN: 148)

(22) OTTyK CcBINO clieqBa, Y€ BBIPEKH APOMEHAUSOCHMA Ha MUHAIIOTO TO B HUTO SIHH
MOMEHT He e Ouno npomensHo. (BG: 158)

The latter two have different values in the statistics concerning -ible adjectives —
nouns/nominal phrases hold 5.59% (examples 23 and 24) and passive constructions - 1.12%
(examples 25 and 26):

(23) Why had it not been possible to outflank them in some way? (EN: 204)

(24) 3amo He Oewie HamepeH Hauun 1a ri 00kpwxuM? (BG: 216)



(25) Has it ever occurred to you that it is reversible? (EN: 186)

(26) XpyMBaio 1 TH € HAKOTA, 9e TOU Modice da ce o6vpre? (BG: 197)

There are four more groups of translation equivalents which I will only briefly mention
because their presence is very scarce and they are not of great importance to this paper. In the case
of -able we have substantivised adjectives in the English text in 2.66% of the sentences and these
substantivised adjectives are translated in Bulgarian by means of nouns. The percentage of such
instances in the -ible corpus is much lower — 0.56%. The -able adjectives which are not translated
at all in the Bulgarian text are 2.66% whereas the -ible ones are 1.12%. The least popular
correspondents are adverbs (-able — 1.60%; -ible — 0%) and constructions with other types of
Bulgarian participles (-able — 1.06%; -ible — 0.56%).

Based on what has already been presented we arrive at the following conclusions:

1. Compared in terms of their etymology -ble adjectives and Bulgarian present passive
participles are both borrowings and both contain morphemes having to do with verbs of possession
which mean “to have, to hold”.

2. The roles of the formant which participates in the derivation of -ble adjectives are quite
similar to the ones the -m formant has in Bulgarian.

3. Both formants were used for the formation of case inflections of cases that denoted
people or things involved indirectly in the activity expressed by the verb.

4. As far as their meaning is concerned -ble adjectives and Bulgarian present passive
participles both possess modal passive meaning which is not a sufficient argument to exclude them
from the paradigm of participles.

5. The definition of what present passive participles denote could be applied successfully
to -ble adjectives as well.

6. As the examined vocabulary and book corpora have shown, we could, without any
doubt, consider -ble adjectives and Bulgarian present passive participles as functional equivalents.

These similarities and the presence of such word groups in many other languages (there
are such participles in Finnish and Latvian) provide enough justification for us to start wondering
whether the aforementioned adjectives and participles should be categorised in the same way.
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CONCEPTUAL METAPHOR AS EQUIVALENCE TOOL IN

Abstract:

The concept of equivalence in translation is largely understood as the relationship
existing between a source text and a target text, redefined for each and every act of
translation. In contemporary translation theory it is accepted that translemic equivalence
does not pursue ‘perfect’ but rather ‘acceptable’ renderings. On the other hand, the
presence of metaphor in a source text proves problematic to the translator. Many efforts
have been devoted in translation studies to the analysis of the variables that may have a
bearing on the translation of metaphor. The present study is an attempt to gauge the impact
of conceptual metaphor in translation studies and translation teaching of students of English
philology.

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FRAME MODELS WHEN LEARNING CONTINUOUS TENSES IN
ENGLISH LANGUAGE

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Abstract

Frame models have become a means to systemize learning items in a text in physics, mathe-
matics, English language, etc. In this work, we have presented an approach to structure
knowledge when studying the continuous tenses in English language, which has been based
on the appropriate frame models. In the learning process, the students try to make sample
frame models of the English verbs themselves by doing “reading comprehension” tasks and
by following the suggested frame models. Doing this, a specific research element is being
introduced, students’ motivation is being increased and the process of absorbing information
is made easier, which is not to be classified in the already familiar frame structures. The
approach offered, is particularly suitable to conduct e-learning.

THE OVERLAND ROADS OF THE MERCHANTS OF DUBROVNIK TO
THE BULGARIAN LANDS

Abstract:

“Every journey begins with a single step”, said the Chinese philosopher Lao Tzu
centuries ago. Dubrovnik’s merchants made this very step towards Bulgarian markets,
incited by the specific political conjuncture, the natural assets of the area and the political
model of Dubrovnik's management. Moreover, when the Republic of Venice occupied the
Adriatic city in 1205 and controlled it for 150 years, it imposed a ban on the ships of
Dubrovnik to sail in the Mediterranean. Dubrovnik gradually turned to land-based trade,
mainly aimed at the Balkan lands. Merchants started to import goods on the Bulgarian
markets, sold them here and then they headed back home, carrying local wares. The transfer
of the goods was on different land routs, which are listed in this article. Dubrovniks used a
variety of routes to keep a steady flow of goods to and from Bulgarian lands and markets for
centuries.

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BULGARIAN TRANSLATIONS OF ENGLISH HEDGES IN ACADEMIC
WRITING

Abstract

The present paper attempts to approach the problematic area of hedging, more specifically
the Bulgarian translations of English hedges in the discourse of academic writing. It focuses
on hedging occurrences and explores their Bulgarian counterparts based on data from an
English-Bulgarian parallel corpus of over 300 sentence pairs. The purposes of this analysis
are to see whether hedging has been preserved and if so, what devices have been used. The
analysis is seen as a stepping stone to working out a system to identify hedges and,
furthermore, to provide some long overdue research into Bulgarian.

Key Words: hedges, hedging, translation of hedges, academic discourse, academic writing.

The present paper attempts to approach the problematic area of hedging which has been a
topic of discussion for linguists since as early as the 1960s. For the sake of brevity, here is a simple
illustration of the phenomenon.' A definition for the word parrot in any English dictionary may
sound very close to: “A [parrot is a] tropical bird with curved beak and usually brightly coloured
feathers. Some can be taught to copy human speech” (Ungerer and Schmid 21). In this dictionary
entry “usually” and “some” act as hedges in that they hedge or protect against those cases in which
the provided definition is less than perfect, presumably, not all parrots are brightly coloured, nor
can all of them be taught to copy human speech.

The research that underlies the present paper has so far shown that hedging has not been
discussed at all for the Bulgarian language, nor has it been a topic in Bulgarian linguistics at all.
Much of the research has been focused primarily on the English language and significantly
disproportionate attention has been paid to Amele, Chinese, Daco-Romanian, Danish, Dutch,
Frisian, French, German, Hebrew, Icelandic, Italian, Japanese, Polish, Rumanian, Russian, Spanish
(Schroder and Zimmer 252-253). At the same time even through all the controversy linguists
strongly believe that hedging is very important for interactional purposes and awareness of the
concept can only be beneficial to many in various fields (Markkanen and Schroder 12).

A more detailed overview has dealt with the background of the concept elsewhere (cf.
Petcova 2016a, 2016b), but the aim of the present paper is to venture further into the discussion of
this otherwise unfamiliar matter for Bulgarian, to work towards establishing adequate ways for
hedging analysis, despite the definitional chaos that surrounds the concept and the virtually
limitless means for its realisation. This paper hopes to do nothing more than to set the stage for a
more in-depth view into a matter that has been the subject of fervid discussion outside of
Bulgarian language and linguistics.

For an overview of the concept cf. Petcova 2016a and 2016b.
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The paper focuses on hedging occurrences in academic discourse and explores their
Bulgarian counterparts based on data from an English-Bulgarian aligned parallel corpus of over
300 sentence pairs. The linguistic corpus is composed of Noam Chomsky's “Language and the
Brain” and its translation into Bulgarian by Iliyana Krapova. The analysis is carried out via the
Hedge-O-Matic? tool. Published in 2016 by Ryan Omizo and Bill Hart-Davidson this app-ticle?, as
it is called, tokenises then classifies each sentence in a text as hedge or non-hedge to a degree of
certainty. The HoM, the authors claim, has an accuracy rate of 80-84% when it comes to scientific
academic writing (Omizo and Hart-Davidson). But they also note that a linguist is capable of
noticing nuances that the HoM is simply incapable of analysing. This is why it seems beneficial to
use both the HoM as a focusing tool and a linguist’s perspective to see whether hedging has been
preserved in the respective translation and if so, what devices have been used in Bulgarian to
achieve it.

It should be mentioned that the HoM is trained for scientific writing but I would like to
argue that even though it is a popular stance that scientific writing - viewed as the scientific output
of the ‘hard’ sciences - has more common ground than may be believed by some with the writing
of ‘soft’ sciences, like the humanities, and this common ground is the academic side of writing. A
level of discourse that poses certain demands on writers of hard and soft sciences alike in the
representation of new knowledge and its negotiation among academic peers.

The text of Chomsky’s paper “Language and the brain” was run through the Hedge-O-
Matic. Those sentences that the application did not manage to detect are separate, were manually
separated, then run and entered as hedges and non-hedges respectively, together with their new
values of probability. These occurrences were not numerous and they in no way speak to any
deficiencies of HoM, they were only a dozen and all of them were a consequence of reading the
text using specialised software. In the next step the Bulgarian translation was aligned with the
sentences of the source text. Due to limitations of space the present paper considers only the
sentences marked by HoM as hedges. Furthermore, it singles out only those sentences marked as
hedges with a certainty of 90% and over. In order to reach any plausible results the theoretical
framework of Omizo and Hart-Davidson has been applied. In their view hedges can be either
propositional or interpersonal, where the rhetorical purpose of the propositional is “to [qualify] a
claim based on the strength of evidence” (drawing on Prince et al.), e.g. “These results suggest that
X is a likely outcome of increased carbon emissions” (Omizo and Hart-Davidson) and the
rhetorical purpose of the interpersonal is using indirectness for the sake of politeness, of social
acceptance, what seems to me very close to Brown and Levinson’s face, so i.e. to save face, e.g.
"Kale is disgusting, but I'm really only speaking for myself" (Omizo and Hart-Davidson).

Some of the results so far show that in the majority of sentences in which HoM claims
that we can observe hedging the linguistic analysis shows that there is indeed strong evidence of
hedging*:

e.g. (1) With less confidence I suspect it may be fair to say that current understanding

falls well short of laying the basis for the unification of the sciences of the brain and

higher mental faculties, language among them, and that many surprises may lie along the
way to what seems a distant goal - which would itself come as no surprise if the classical

examples [ mentioned are indeed a realistic model. (3)

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(2) At least that is what the words seem to imply; the intentions may be different. (7)

There are instances though where the percentage of hedging is high but a close look
informs that one of the sentences is more heavily hedged than the other even though HoM claims
otherwise.

(3) The irrelevance to human language is, however, far deeper. (156)

(4) Though I suppose Hauser would deny this, it seems to me that on a close look, his
actual conclusions do not differ much from the extreme skepticism of his Harvard
colleague, evolutionary biologist Richard Lewontin, who concludes - forcefully - that the
evolution of cognition is simply beyond the reach of contemporary science. (193)

(5) As far as I know, the approach Gallistel recommends is sound; in the special case of
language, it seems to me to be adopted by all substantive inquiry, at least tacitly, even
when that is heatedly denied. (240)

Example (3) is given a 98% probability of containing hedging which seems counterintuitive,
especially compared to (4) or (5) which the HoM gives only 91%. This discrepancy certainly
warrants further exploration but no satisfactory answer can be provided at this time since one
cannot be sure of how the HoM has been programmed, these details are simply not available to
HoM users.

From the results in the table below it is evident that out of the 59 analysed sentences,
predominant in the corpus are the propositional hedges or 63%, followed by the interpersonal -
49%. The least frequent are the cases where both occur together in the scope of the same sentence
- 22%.

The next step of the analysis focuses on the translation of some of the hedging devices
and their function. For illustration let us briefly discuss one of the most frequent hedges
throughout the corpus, namely the verb ‘seem’. It occurs 25 times or in nearly half the hedged
sentences with a probability of 90% and over. It appears in two general forms ‘[seem] + adjective/
noun’ or ‘[seem] + to me’. It modifies the following statement and in a way softens the blow of
some statements that might seem forceful (cf. examples (2), (4) and (5)). I would like to argue that
‘seems to me’ acts as an interpersonal hedge in its second form ‘[seem] + to me’ since the speaker
overtly underlines that it is their own belief and thus seeks not to impose their opinion on the
reader. Less often both have been compensated in different ways and there is no overt form in
which they are expressed, moreover, their meaning is subsumed in the compensating phrase. The
following convincing patterns of translation emerge:

® ‘[seem] + adjective/ noun’ is predominantly translated as ‘u3rmexxna’ in 63% of
all occurrences;

® ‘[seem] + to me’ demonstrates a slightly less strict pattern than the former and
appears in Bulgarian most often as ‘ctpysa mu ce’ 44% of occurrences, but also
as ‘cMATam’, ‘cuuTam’, ‘Criopea MeH’.
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As the present paper discusses research in progress, the briefly outlined current results should be
seen as a stepping stone to working out a system for the identification of hedges and their analysis,
presenting no ready-made solutions but attempting to introduce the concept of hedging into
Bulgarian and raise the awareness of communicators.
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PREFIXATION AND SPACE — A COGNITIVE ANALYSIS OF
THE BULGARIAN PREFIX OT- AND SOME OF ITS ENGLISH
COUNTERPARTS

Abstract: Prefixes are inherently spatial because etymologically they originate from
prepositions. Yet desemantization and grammaticalization influence word formation and the
meaning of the prefixes attached. The issue is to what extent the spatial meaning is preserved
and whether the equivalent English prefix or prefixes also possess spatial characteristics. By
analysing the prototypical meaning of the Bulgarian preposition of in the sense of ‘move
away from’ and the prototypical meaning of the highly productive prefix oz-, this paper tries
to provide a cognitive counterpart of the prefix in English. The analysis of the prefix oz falls
mainly on the verb otdelyam in its literal spatial meaning and some of its metaphorical senses
and the possible literal and metaphorical senses in English.

Key Words: Cognitive analysis, image schema, Bulgarian verbal prefix

1. Introduction.

There is a vast number of Bulgarian prefixes that display spatial senses because their
origin can be traced back to prepositions. This phenomenon is common to other South Slavic
languages as well. Despite desemantization, the spatial meaning is still, to an extent, preserved in
the prefixed verbs. Whereas in English, at least at first glance, this process is not that productive.
Further research is required to establish whether any English prefixes originate from Old English
or Middle English prepositions but this could be the subject of future publications. For the
purposes of the current article, the focus falls solely on the current meanings of the Bulgarian
preposition of and the same is applied to the prefixes analysed.

In line with the theoretical premises of cognitive linguistics, this article uses image
schemas and prototypical senses (see Langacker, 1987, Lakoff, 1987, Tyler and Evans, 2003).
Through family resemblance, category members share attributes that might be different but
common to each member which allows fuzzy boundaries between adjacent categories and a
number of more or less prototypical members. The prototype of a category is a member or a group
of members that best represents the whole category or in other words as defined by Rosch in the
1970’s a prototype the most central member of a category. In relation to image schemas, Lakoff
(1987) discusses the idealized cognitive models — this is a structure which represents reality from a
specific point of view. Also, image schemas are based on pre-existing patterns of experience,
abstract knowledge and concrete images (Johnson, 1987). Image schemas are characterized by two
basic entities — the trajector (TR) and the landmark (LM). As defined by Langacker (1987) a
trajector is a point of reference for locating the landmark, which is another salient member in a
relational predication.

3. Objectives.

The main objective of this article is to provide an image schema for the Bulgarian
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preposition ot! but only in the spatial sense of ‘move away from’ and the prefix oz-. Because of the
connection between the preposition and the prefix there should be a connection between their
schemas. In the analysis of the prefix this article only focuses on the verb ‘otdeltam’?, which in
most cases translates as ‘separate’, because the verb serves as a salient example of the combination
prefix ot- + verb where the spatial sense is profiled. Also, “[t]he majority of motion verbs in [...]
Bulgarian can be prefixed with ot- to express the meaning ‘away from a source’ [...]. These verbs
imply concrete, usually self-caused, motion by humans and other entities, which may be
intentional or unintentional” (Saric and Tchizmarova, 2013). Since most of the motion verbs
express this meaning, the verb ‘otdeltam’ serves as a relevant starting point for the analysis of the
prefix. A more detailed research on the prefix ot- is presented in Saric and Tchizmarova (2013) but
it does not suggest English equivalents to said prefix. Based on the analysis and proposed
schemas, the current article suggests some possible English prefixes as cognitive equivalents to the
Bulgarian prefix ot-.

4. Analysis of the preposition ot.

Cognitive linguistics argues that the meaning of a conceptual item is derived from its
conceptual structure (Tyler and Evans, 2003). Prepositions like any linguistic units usually exhibit
a multitude of meanings ranging from literal to metaphorical. As mentioned above, the focus here
mainly falls on the literal meaning of the preposition. According to BullNet, ot is a ‘preposition
meaning movement away from the inside of something, movement from inside to outside’. For
example, ‘Tya izbyaga of kiishtata’ — ‘She ran from the house’.

Another definition, still in the spatial meaning but rather metaphorical, is ‘a preposition
which introduces an exit state, a position or situation from which there is a movement to another
one’. For example, ‘Tezi strani taka i ne izvirshiha prehoda ot sotsializiim kiim kapitalizim’ —
‘These countries have never made the transition from socialism to capitalism’.

Although one sentence is in the literal sense and the other in the metaphorical, they both
exhibit the same idea of movement away from an object. In the first sentence this is the ‘house’
and in the second, the ideological regime. The ‘house’ is considered a container and ‘socialism’ is
also considered a container. The image schema is presented in Figurel.

In the above image schema, the LM is the container (the house) and TR is the item
moving away from the LM. Since the starting point of the path is not profiled, as it is with the
English preposition in, a dotted line is used for the schematic representation. Also not profiled is
the end point of the movement. The more prominent feature is the TR and its direction moving
away from a LM. The same schema can be applied to both sentences.

The same idea of MOVEMENT+DISTANCE can be observed in the following example,
‘Toy svali shapkata si of glavata’ — ‘“He removed the hat from his head’. In this example the LM

In this context the person’s head and hat have been part of one LM and because the
person took their hat off the LM was separated into two parts. The hat is the TR? that is being
moved away from the LM. Thus motion away from the LM is the central meaning and the motion
of separation — an extension.

5. Analysis of the prefix of-.

Separation can occur based on some sort of a principle. For example, in the sentence
‘Otdelyam hubavite ot gnilite plodove’ — ‘I separate the good from the rotten fruit’ as a first stage
all the fruit is one and the same LM, and the second stage is MOVEMENT+DISTANCE. But the
whole event presents SEPARATION. Because the spatial meaning is preserved, the image schema
in Figure 2 can be used for the prefix as well.

Often the verb ‘otdelyam’ is used with a reciprocal pronoun as in the sentence ‘Otdelyam
se ot obshtestvoto’ — ‘I separate myself from society’ or ‘I sever ties with society’. The pronoun
does not really change the meaning of the verb and the same image schema can be applied. In
stage one the person and the society are one whole entity and in the second stage they are
separated with the person distancing themselves from the LM.

As observed in the previous examples, a common translation of the verb ‘otdelyam’ is
‘separate’ or ‘sever’. But in order to compare prefixes, verbs with prefixes in English are needed.
Thus verbs with no prefix are not analysed. According to EuroDict, the verbs with prefixes are
‘detach, disjoin, disunite, dissociate, disconnect’. Only judging by the linguistic items, possible
equivalent prefixes are de- and dis- with the latter appearing more often.

7. Analysis of the prefixes de- and dis-.

According to BulNet, the definition of ‘detach’ is as follows ‘cause to become detached
or separated; take off’; for example, ‘Detach the skin from the chicken before you eat it’. In the
example given, the skin and the chicken are part of the same LM and in the second stage the skin
is separated from the LM, which schematically can be represented with figure 3 — stage 1 and 2.
Thus, the English prefix de- serves an equivalent to the Bulgarian prefix oz-.

‘Disjoin’ is defined as ‘become separated, disconnected or disjoint’ or according to
Merriam-Webster ‘to become detached’, with the following example °...disjoined the two drinking
glasses, which were stuck together, only with the greatest difficulty...’. The two glasses are

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originally part of one LM and in the second stage they become separated. Again the same figure 3
with stage 1 and 2 can be applied to the negative prefix dis-. In the sentence ‘The issue disunited
the party members’ the verb ‘disunite’ has the metaphorical meaning ‘sever the union of’. The
issue made the party members break form their group, they separated from ideas they do not agree
with. So it is a kind of metaphorical separation but still the same image schema can be applied.

Depending on the context, the verb ‘disconnect’ might mean ‘unplug’, ‘sever
relationships or bonds with society’ and ‘sever or terminate a connection’. No matter whether it is
used in the literal or metaphoric sense, the idea of SEPARATION can still be observed. Therefore,
the same image schema is applied, making the prefix dis- the other possible equivalent to the
Bulgarian ot-.

7. Result.

After analysing the preposition of and the prefix of-, two English prefixes were
established as cognitive equivalents to the Bulgarian prefix — de- and dis-. The central schema
(MOVEMENT+DISTANCE) for the preposition did not give enough information for the analysis
of the prefix but the extended one (SEPARATION) did.

8. Conclusion.

Although the two negative prefixes (de- and dis-) are not considered typically spatial,
they definitely possess spatial qualities especially when analysed in connection with the Bulgarian
prefix ot-. Future publication will deal with the issue whether negative prefixes in English possess
not only negation but also the idea of separation. Establishing cognitive equivalents to prefixes in
Bulgarian and English can also be the subject of future works.

Abstract

The report is an attempt to present the attitude, the relation and the relationship between
children's literature and the illustration. Of course, the present study does not intend to
present all the aspects of these two systems but rather to focus on contemporary ideas,
aspects and trends.

Research in the field of children's literature and illustrations for children in Bulgaria is
comparatively small and does not always reflect the dynamics of these relationships. The
necessity of their study lies with the specialists from different fields because in their essence
the works for children, their purpose, content and layout are the subject of research by
pedagogues, psychologists, sociologists, literary scientists, art historians, book history
researchers, Illustration and, last but not least, publishers, librarians and others. Children's
books are a distinctive and unique phenomenon whose good research and understanding will
create further conditions for its steady development.

Abstract

The problem of the Bulgarian - Turkish relations after 1878 to the present days is still
comparatively poorly researched by the Bulgarian historiography, despite the availability of
a number of publications concerning some or others of this problem's aspects and based on
extensive archive documentary material.

Making the Bulgarian archives accessible to researchers as well as the disappearance of
numerous ideological 'taboos' created favorable opportunities for new research in this
direction.

In the period between the two world wars the Bulgarian - Turkish relations are
generally characterized as good neighborly and well- intentioned relations. And the people
who mostly contributed to this were such countrymen and diplomats as Mustafa Kemal
Atatyurk, Ismet Inyonyu, Tefik Ryustyu Aras, Tefik Kyamil on the Turkish side, and on the
Bulgarian side - Aleksandar Stamboliyski, Prof. Aleksandar Tsankov, Andrey Lyapcheyv,
Atanas Burov, Hristo Kalfov, Simeon Radev and Todor Markov.

Such an individual was Mustafa
Kemal Atatyurk who was at the root of the good neighborly relations between Bulgaria and
Turkey; and who was the creator of his secular Turkish country - the Republic of Turkey.

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COMPETITIVE NICHES FOR BULGARIAN EXPORTS

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Abstract

The paper aims at disclosing the existing and potential competitive niches for Bul-
garian exports to Sub-Saharan Africa (SSA). To achieve this it firstly presents the trends in
the dynamics of Bulgarian exports to the region for the period 2003-2015. Then it analyses
the commodity structure of exports and the main export destinations. Finally the paper dis-
cusses the results of an empirical study of the attitudes of Bulgarian business towards trade
relations with the region.

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I.  Introduction
Management accounting (MA) aims at providing financial and non-financial information that

intended primarily to assist managers in fulfilling the organisational goals (Bhimani et al., 2008).
The contemporary MA has been the evolution of traditional one which is mainly built on its
weaknesses since there is a large number of evidence that traditional MA cannot fit the modern
business environment changes anymore. One evolution has been the integrated performance
measurement 1 which emphasizes the importance of a more integrated approach relating
operations to customers and oganisational vision (Chenhall, 2005).

Balanced Scorecard (BSC) has been proved by various studies the most outstanding performance
measurement. This research will discuss the origin of BSC in the traditional MA and its recent
development. Then the usefulness of creating and/or maintaining firms’ competitive advantages

will be evaluated.
II. Literature Review
As branch of accounting, MA plays an essential role in: providing information to all levels of

management from senior managers to shop floor supervisors to aid them in making better
judgement and decisions; supplying information to managers that can be used for planning,
performance measurement and control; allocating costs between cost of goods sold and inventory
for profit reporting both externally and internally; consequently, improving competency and
efficacy of existing operations (Drury, 2001). Johnson and Kaplan (1987) argue that traditional

MA information is produced too late, too aggregated, and too distorted. The environment in which

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MA is practised certainly has changed, with advances in information technology, more competitive
markets, different organizational structures, and new management practices. However, firms were
still using MA practices which had been developed over 30 years before and that were no longer
relevant to today’s competitive and manufacturing environment, therefore no longer relevant for
decision-making.

Following the profound study from Johnson and Kaplan (1987), whether or not significant changes
in MA are necessary has gained numerous debates, but majority studies have agreed that MA is in
a crisis and that fundamental changes in practice are needed1 (Drury, 2008). Since many scholars
claim the urgency of MA to become more outward looking, to focus on success factors and to
develop broad spectrum of cross-functional disciplines2, strategic management accounting (SMA)
as the evolutionary approach to MA has developed and has played a contributory role in making
strategic decisions3 and developing business strategy. Weetman (2006) highlights that business
strategy is an integrated set of actions aimed at securing a sustainable competitive advantage
which emphasizes the question of how the business intends to reach some preferred state in the
future by changing its competitive position to meet changing circumstances. Moreover, it has been
argued that if the business strategy gives the organisation its competitive edge, then SMA is able to
reflect that strategy as closely as possible.

Some techniques4 in SMA have been proposed to ensure a business stays vigilant to competitive
forces and achieving competitive advantages. One is Balanced Scorecard (BSC) which was firstly
developed by Johnson and Kaplan. BSC provides a boarder and more complete picture of an
organisation’s performance since it includes financial measures that tell the results of actions
already taken and the future and complements the traditional financial measures5 with operational
measures on customer satisfaction, internal processes, organisation’s innovation and improvement
activities—operational measures that are the drivers of future financial performance (Johnson and

Kaplan, 1992). The basic rationale is the causality between operations and organisation’s strategy.

1 Four principal criticisms of traditional MA practices have been highlighted by Drury (2008): “failure to respond to changes in the manufacturing and
competitive environment; limitations of traditional product costing systems in decision-making; MA has become subservient to financial accounting;
relatively little attention is given to the external environment’.

2 Specific directions include performance management, intellectual capital management, environmental management, financial management, asset
management, information management and strategic management.

3 The strategic decisions are focusing on: ‘long term direction---committing to the future; Achieving and maintaining competitive advantage;
Identifying the scope and boundaries of the company--- what business are we in; Matching the activities and resources of the company to its
environment---do we have adequate funds to create or seize new opportunities’.

But the drawbacks are quite evident: it does not reflect economic income perfectly because
it is heavily dependent on the choice of measurement method, it ignores intangible assets, focuses on the past instead of future and does not reflect
customer value; If used to assess managerial performance, they could have dysfunctional consequences; It induces investment myopia since it reduce or
postpone investments that promise payoffs in future measurement periods, investment in employee training and research and development; and it

provides misleading performance signals which disrupt the decision-making from managers.

Johnson and Kaplan (1996) highlight that BSC is more than a performance report. It is a useful
tool in the system of strategic management since it focuses on five principles for a firm: translate
the strategy into operational terms; align the organisation to the strategy; make strategy everyone’s
everyday job; make strategy a continual process; and mobilize leadership for change. It aims at
providing a framework to formulate and implement strategies, to translate strategy into a coherent
and comprehensive set of financial and non-financial measures covering various aspects, and to
guide and evaluate an organisation’s improvement activities (Chenhall, 2005). Therefore it helps
firms to achieve and/or maintain competitive advantages in a more comprehensive and logical
way.
III. Analysis
BSC addresses a deficiency in traditional management systems: their inability to link a firm’s

long-term strategy with its short-term actions’ (Kaplan and Norton, 1996) by answering four
important questions to managers: First, how do our shareholders see us (financial perspective)?
Johnson and Kaplan (1992) highlights that since the ultimate objective for a firm is to increase
profit and thereby maximise shareholders’ wealth, financial performance measures are designed to
indicate whether the firm’s strategy, implementation, and execution are contributing to bottom-line
improvement. Many studies have criticized financial measures because of their well-documented
inadequacies, their backward-looking focus, and their inability to reflect contemporary
value-creating actions. And some critiques steps further by saying that the terms of competition
have changed, but the traditional financial measures failed in improving customer satisfaction,
quality, cycle time, and employee motivation. The authors argue that these assertions are
unnecessary and incorrect, because a well-designed financial control system can enhance rather
than inhibit a firm’s total quality management program.

The second question is how do customers see us (customer perspective)? Porter (1980) emphasizes
that competitive advantages ultimately derive from creating better customer value for an
equivalent product or equivalent customer value for a lower cost. Majority of firms regard
customer as the extremely important factor to achieve competitive advantage. Managers identify
the customer and market segments in which the business unit will compete and measures of the
business unit’s performance in these targeted segments (Johnson and Kaplan, 1996). Johnson and
Kaplan (1992) highlight four aspects a firm needs to concern about in improving the perceived
benefits of the firm, therefore, achieving the competitive advantages: time required for company to
meet customer needs; quality measures of the defect level of incoming products as perceived and
measured by the customer; performance and service measures of how the firm is able to create
value for customers; and the firm must remain sensitive to the cost of the product.

Thirdly, what must we excel at (internal business perspective)? Johnson and Kaplan (1992) argue
that although customer measures are important, they must be linked with the internal measures
since firms must in the first place meet customers’ expectations internally. This is because

excellent customer performance derives from processes, decisions, and actions occurring
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throughout the firm after all and managers need to focus on internal operations to satisfy customer
needs. The rationale of the internal measures is that business processes have the greatest impact on
customer satisfaction because they directly affect the cycle time, quality, employee skill and
productivity, etc. Therefore, in order to achieve and maintain the competitive advantages, firms
should clearly identify and measure their core competencies and decide what processes and
competencies they must excel at and specify each measure.
Finally, Can we continue to improve and create value (learning and growth perspective)? Johnson
and Kaplan (1992) emphasize that the customer and internal business process measures identify
the parameters that firms consider most essential for achieving and maintaining competitive
advantages. But since the targets for success keep changing, the intense global competition forces
the firms to make continual improvements to their existing products and processes and have the
ability to introduce entirely new products with expanded capabilities by managing the intangible
assets (Johnson and Kaplan, 1992). Generally, managers examine each of the processes they
selected in the internal perspective. Then managers determine the factors that enable each process
to be performed in an outstanding manner that it can contribute to the success of the firm’s
strategy.
Although the advantages of BSC are evident, however, it inevitably has several limitations. Firstly,
BSC promises more than it can deliver. It does not specify how trade-offs need to be made
between different measures. Otley (1999) argues that ‘indeed others would view this as a strength
of BSC; all the areas identified should only be on the scorecard if they are crucial to the success of
the organisation’, however, some measures are really not value drivers since there is no link
between the measure and financial success. And since multiple measures are used, managers may
get confused about how to weigh the importance of each measure. Secondly, BSC ends in itself.
Because performance measurement should lead to performance management, but BSC fails to tell
anyone how it should be managed. Thirdly, the role of feedback from BSC had little attention paid
to it (Otley, 1999). Feedback is essential to measure to what extent a firm has achieved its key
strategic aims. Therefore, BSC is unable to answer the question proposed by the author ‘is the
strategy working as expected? If not, is this because of inadequate implementation or the faulty of
the strategy itself?” Fourthly, it does not solve the problem of setting good goals. And does not
provide the answer of how can the goals be made equally and optimally challenging across the
organisation and over time. Finally, it is evident from various studies that BSC is clearly a
dynamic technique, its contents will change over time as strategies develop and key success
factors change but there is little guidance to how these changes should be managed.

IV. Conclusion
In a nutshell, the BSC is designed to be at the centre of a firm’s control mechanisms to effectively
deploy strategy and to link operational practices with strategic intent. The BSC enables companies
to track financial results while simultaneously monitoring progress in building the capabilities and

acquiring the intangible assets they need for future growth. Therefore, a firm which is undergoing
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significant strategic change may found BSC extremely useful. However, by balancing the pros and
cons of BSC, the benefits may outweigh the limitations since the modern firms are more likely to

face the impacts of changes.

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Abstract

The main objective of the paper is an analysis of foreign trade in fruits and vegetables
between Bosnia and Herzegovina and CEFTA countries to be performed, as well as
comparative advantages and the level of specialization in intra-industry trade for the above
mentioned product groups and countries to be determined. In the paper data of Agency for
Statistics of Bosnia and Herzegovina related to the import and export of fruits and
vegetables for the period of 2008 - 2015 in accordance with Haromised System of
Classification (HS) is used. To determine comparative advantages and the level of
specialization in intra-industry trade for given product groups between Bosnia and
Herzegovina and CEFTA, Balassa index and Grubel-Lloyd index are calculated. The
analysis of foreign trade showed that Bosnia and Herzegovina had constant deficit in trade
with vegetables in relation to the CEFTA, but in fruits - recorded surplus only in three years
of the observed period. In the structure of fruits and vegetables import, the most important
trade partners of Bosnia and Herzegovina are FYR of Macedonia (43%) and Serbia (37%).
The biggest quantities of vegetables and fruits, Bosnia and Herzegovina exported to Serbia.
In fruit trade, Bosnia and Herzegovina recorded higher level of specialization in intra-
industry trade which is confirmed by value of GLi that is more than 50%, which is not the
case with vegetables. The analysis of comparative advantages through calculation of Balassa
index showed that Bosnia and Herzegovina recorded positive values for fruits trade in 2011,
2014 and 2015, but in trade with vegetables - had lack of comparative advantages.

Introduction

CEFTA agreement is one of the most important trade agreements for Bosnia and Herzegovina,
which entered into force in November, 2007. CEFTA agreement was signed in 2006 in Bucharest
by Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia, Montenegro, FYR of Macedonia, Moldova and
UNMIK on behalf of Kosovo in accordance with United Nations Security Council Resolution
1244. Before the signing of CEFTA agreement, bilateral free trade agreements (32) signed within
Stability Pact for South Eastern Europe existed between Balkan countries. By signing CEFTA
2006 Agreement, Bosnia and Herzegovina continued trade liberalization and made one of the
significant steps in the EU integration process.

Main goals of this Agreement are related to : 1) One agreement - consolidation of existing level of
trade liberalization that was achieved through bilateral agreements, 2) improvement of conditions
for further investments; 3) expansion of goods and services trade; 4) abolishment of barriers and
disorders in trade and relief in goods traffic; 5) insurance of fair competition conditions that
impact trade and investments and opening of public procurements market; 6) appropriate
protection of intellectual property according to international standards; 7) effective procedure for
implementation and application of Agreement; 8) contribution to harmonized development and
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widening of trade (http://www.mvteo.gov.ba/sporazumi/trgovinski/regionalni/default.aspx). One
of the most significant market destinations for agro- food sector of Bosnia and Herzegovina
present CEFTA countries. According to Mrdalj at al. (2017) Bosnia and Herzegovina's trade of
agricultural products to CEFTA countries amounted an average of EUR 771 million, or 30.0% of
total country's trade for the period of 2008 — 2015. Considering the trade structure in agricultural
products between Bosnia and Herzegovina and CEFTA countries, the significant share have
products groups (07) vegetables and (08) fruits. In order to obtain position of Bosnia and
Herzegovina’s vegetables and fruits sector in relation to CEFTA countries market, indicators of
comparative advantages and the level of specialization in intra-industry trade are calculated and
analysed in the paper. Intra —industry trade is defined as simultaneous export and import of
commodities of the same industry (Vollrath, 1991).The results in the paper are divided into two
parts; in the first part data on vegetables and fruits trade development between Bosnia and
Herzegovina and CEFTA countries for the period of 2008 — 2015 are represented, and in the
second - the results by applying RCA indicator and GL index.

Methodology

For the analysis of trade in vegetables and fruits products between Bosnia and Herzegovina and
CEFTA countries data classified according to Harmonised System (HS) by Agency for Statistics
of Bosnia and Herzegovina related to the period of 2008 — 2015 was used. To determine
comparative advantages and the level of specialization in intra-industry trade in vegetables and
fruits between Bosnia and Herzegovina in relation to CEFTA countries, Balassa index and Grubel-
Lloyd index were calculated. RCA indicator was developed by Bela Balassa (1965) and it is used
to determine comparative advantages for certain product groups. The RCA indicator is calculated
by the formula:

X presents the value of export. M presents the value of import. Index i is the product group
classified according to Harmonised System (HS). If RCA indicator has a positive value, then a
certain country has comparative advantages in corresponding group of products. Further, the
negative value of RCA indicator shows that certain country has no comparative advantages for
corresponding group of products.
Grubel-Lloyd index is originally developed by Grubel and Lloyd (1975) and shows the level of
intra-industry trade specialization. For group of products (07) vegetables and (08) fruits GL; is
calculated using the formula:

X presents the value of export. M presents the value of import. Index i is the product group

classified according to Harmonised System (HS). The value of this indicator may vary from 0 to 1.

The closer it is to 1, the higher is the degree of intra-industry specialization. If the lower value of

GL;, is precisely closer to 0, then the higher level of specialization is in inter-industry trade.

Results

Graph 1 and graph 2 show the trade in vegetables and fruits development between Bosnia and
Herzegovina and CEFTA countries.

Total volume of vegetables trade between Bosnia and Herzegovina and CEFTA countries in the
period of 2008 — 2015 amounted on average of EUR 7.9 millions. Export of vegetables
represented on average of EUR 0,957 million, while import - EUR 6.9 millions. Bosnia and
Herzegovina recorded constantly an unfavorable trade balance in vegetables products related to
CEFTA countries.

Bosnia and Herzegovina traded in vegetables mostly with Serbia, Montenegro and FYR of
Macedonia (graph 3 and graph 4.). An average of 54% of vegetables is exported to Serbia and
about 33% - to Montenegro. In the period of 2008 — 2015 the share of vegetables import from
Serbia to Bosnia and Herzegovina was on average of 52% and from FYR Macedonia - 40%.
Results in fruit trade showed that Bosnia and Herzegovina recorded constant increasing of export
in the period of time 2008-2015 (graph 2). The highest value of exported fruits amounted to EUR
11.8 millions in 2015. However, import amounted on average of EUR 5.3 millions and it recorded
decreasing in the period from 2008 to 2011. Generally, Bosnia and Herzegovina’s trade balance in
fruits was favourable only in 2011, 2014 and 2015. The highest quantities of fruits are exported to
Serbia (97%). Main trade partners in fruits import were Serbia with an average share of 43% and
FYR of Macedonia - of 47%. In trade of vegetables the most important products were potato,
tomato, onion and cabbage, and of fruit - apple, plum, grapes and berries.

By applying the RCA indicator, Bosnia and Herzegovina recorded lack of comparative advantages
in trade of vegetables while in trade with fruits are recorded the years with positive values of this
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indicator (2011; 2014; 2015) (graph 5.). Based on values of GL; in vegetables trade between
Bosnia and Herzegovina and CEFTA countries it is visible that the low level of specialization is in
intra-industry trade, while in trade with fruits gradual growth of the level of specialization in intra-
industry trade is recorded (graph 6.)

Conclusion

One of the most important foreign market for vegetables and fruit produced in Bosnia and
Herzegovina are CEFTA countries, precisely markets of Serbia, FYR of Macedonia and
Montenegro. Fruits rather than vegetables have more favourable trade balance. The calculated
Balassa index and Grubel-Lloyd index showed that Bosnia and Herzegovina recorded comparative
advantages in 2011, 2014 and 2015, as well as higher level of specialization in fruits compared to
vegetables. To improve the position of Bosnia and Herzegovina’s vegetables and fruits sector in
relation to CEFTA countries market, it is necessary to increase intensity in vegetables and fruits
production through introduction of better sorts, investments in growing systems, more supporting
for construction of green houses and processing of vegetables and fruits, as well as introduction of
quality standards. Introduction of quality standards should give a chance to producers to expand
the export of vegetables and fruits on the market of CEFTA as well as European Union.
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THE TRANSITION FROM THEORETICAL KNOWLEDGE TO REAL
WORKING ENVIRONMENT AND HUMAN CAPITAL FORMATION

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Abstract

Human capital includes all the knowledge, skills, experience and motivation of an individual
accumulated during his life time. Knowledge is acquired at the educational system, but skills
and experience must be acquired through practice and by performing activities and tasks in
a real working environment. This makes the transition between the accumulated knowledge
and its actual implementation in a real working environment essential for every individual.
The internship programs play an important role in this transition for the young people,
because they allow the use of current and formation of new human capital. The present
paper explores the student internship programs, performed in the country, which are
important for the human capital formation. The aim is to determine their contribution to
young people’s initial employment in Bulgaria and which measures should be taken to
increase their effect for human capital formation. For that purpose a specific data has been
collected and analyzed which is related to the internship programs funded by the EU
operational programmes using analytical and statistical approach and covering the period
2012 -2016.

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Abstract

The market of Bosnia and Herzegovina has an abundance of many different kinds of beers
and completely satisfies the needs of young population. The consumption of beer in the last
period in Bosnia and Herzegovina records a tendency of increasing and at the moment
accounts to 80 litres per capita. This trend of increasing is mostly reflected among the
members of the younger population.

The goal of this paper is to determine the perception of the youth towards the beer, their
preferences and behaviour during buying and consumptions of beer, and all that in the area
of Banja Luka city. The research is carried out by survey that included 201 youth of
different ages form 18 to 32 years old. The survey was done online and the data was
processed via Microsoft Office Excel programme. The results of research showed that 98.1%
of the youth in Banja Luka consumes beer. Out of all the sorts of beers, the local Nektar beer
is mostly consumed by young population predominantly because of its quality and taste, but
also because of the accessible price. Studies in this paper showed that 78.7% of the
interviewed don't buy the cheapest beer, but the brand of the beer is important to them.

Around 78% of respondents consider that the beer is the most popular drink among the
young population, as well as the fact that men consume beer more often than women. This
kind of research could be of great use to the companies which deal with the production and
the distribution of beer, especially from the point of improvement of their own reputation
and expansion of the market on the area of the Banja Luka city and also the wider.

Introduction

The beer is considered as fermented alcoholic drink made by brewing of malt, hops, water and
yeast. The world production of beer records constant increase in period 2006-2016, precisely of
11.3%  (https://www.statista.com/statistics/270275/worldwide-beer-production). The biggest
producers in the world are located in Asia, while Europe takes 27% of whole world beer
production (http://www.worldatlas.com/articles/top-10-beer-producing-nations.html). In Bosnia
and Herzegovina there is a long tradition of beer production with the assessment of consumption
of 80 litres per capita. There are six breweries in Bosnia and Herzegovina. During the consumption
and purchase of beer, the customers have different behaviors According to Jovic et. al. (2015), as
stated by Gjonbalaj et. al. (2010), the price and the quality have the biggest influence on customers
buying behaviours, while loyalty to domestic brand is 77%, and 52% of respondents are buying
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domestic beer while foreign brand is only bought by 5.2%. The supermarkets are the most
common places where customers usually buy a beer. Hajdu et. al. (2007) researched attitudes of
youth and high-educated population about the beer consumption and perception in Hungary.
Results of the research point out that 60% respondents drink beer once a week and that the most
consumed beers are from western Europe: Amstel, Tuborg and Steffl. The goal of the paper is to
determine perception of the youth towards beer and their loyalty to certain domestic or foreign
brand of beers.

Methodology and data sources

The research in the paper is based on using a questionnaire structured of 39 questions. Five
questions were an open type, while the rest were closed type. The opinions of respondents about
beer characteristics and their buying behaviors and consumptions were measured by scale from 1
to 5 (Likert scale), precisely from the most unfavorable to the most favorable. The survey was
created on the https://drive.google.com website. An online research was applied. The survey was
conducted in the spring of 2017 among 201 respondents. Analysis was made by Microsoft Office
Excel and SPSS v22 (IBM) program. In the paper, statistical methods (frequency and distribution)
and a chi square test were used. Since that survey included a large number of questions, the most
important research results are analyzed and discussed in the paper. The questions in the survey
were divided into several sections: social and demographic characteristics of respondents, the
attitudes of respondents by buying and consuming beer and the important characteristics in
purchase and consumption of beer.

Results and discussion

Social and demographic characteristics of respondents

About 47.6% of male and 52.4% of female respondents participated in the research study. The age
structure of respondents is younger population, in the range between 18 and 32. An average age of
respondents was 22.74 years with the standard deviation from the mean value of 2.49. In addition,
the survey also showed data on monthly earnings of respondents, where 21.8% of respondents
have a monthly income more than 400 BAM, then 20.4% of respondents receive 200-400 BAM,
while 57.8% have monthly income below 200 BAM'.

The attitudes of respondents by beer buying

Considering the frequency of beer consumption, it is evident that the majority of young people are
drinking beer few times a week (41.7%), while about 5% of respondents consumed once a month.

As is showed in table 1. the research results indicate that gender has an impact on the frequency of
consumption (p=0.00; p<0.05). The men drink beer more often than women, which is expected.
Throughout data analysis females are more inclined to beer consumption on a special occasion in
comparison to male populations. The research results showed also a large number of respondents
(43.70%) who believe that beer is healthy if it is consumed in moderate quantities. Most young
people primarily buy and consume beer in bars/clubs (50.5%). Hajdu et. al. (2007) in their research
came to the conclusion that most of the respondents drink beer at home or with family.

Dominantly most respondents drink beers of domestic producers (60.70%). Based on obtained
answers it is evident that 59.7% of young population stays loyal to the brand regardless of price
change. About 45.6% of respondents said that beer price is not too high.

The reasons for domestic beer consumption are an accessible price, adequate taste, quality, and the
52% said that they buy domestic beer because it is a domestic product. Generally it is noticeable
that young people buy and consume beer of local producer. Considering the foreign beers, young
people mostly prefer beer from Serbia. According to the preferred packaging, a statistically
important impact is noticed (p=0.009;p<0.01), whereby men prefer 0.5 I bottles, while women
0.33 L. Most of the young population, about 81.6% prefer glass packaging, 14.6% - metal package,
while 8.6% - plastic package.

Importance of certain features in purchase and consumption of beer

Analysis of the gender has impact on this specific sentence: "I like to drink different types and
brands of beer", giving the results that were not statistically significant (p=0.06; p>0.05). Gender
does not have any impact on differences in answers, which confirms that younger populations are
loyal to the domestic beer. The research showed that price is not the deciding factor in the
selection and purchase of beer.

Conclusion

The research that was conducted among young population in Banja Luka showed that youth most
frequently consume beer several times a week (42.3%) and that men drinks beer more often than
women. Statistical analysis showed that there are differences in individual attitudes among men
and women respondents. The most dominantly consumed beer is domestic brand Nektar, produced
in Banja Luka, and with a good reason it can be said that the youth prefers domestic brand of beer
in comparison to the regional and foreign brands. This kind of research can be used by leader
companies in production of beer in Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well in the region, especially from
the point of improvement of their reputation and expansion on the market of city of Banja Luka.

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Abstract: The fresh pasteurized milk is one of the basic milk products which is produced by
a lot of dairies in the Republic of Macedonia. But, when we see the sold quantities of this
kind of milk the situation is not good. The sold quantities are around 275.000 liters per
month with trend of decreasing. To improve this situation the dairies must perform a lot of
actions to stop this trend and to help this kind of product to survive this bad period of time.
There are many opportunities to do this, but they must be well understood, on the one side
by producers and on the other side by grocery stores because their common objective is to
make profit. Also, consumers have to get a quality product at the normal price adjusted to
the standard and purchasing power of people living in the country.

Key words: fresh milk, milk market, market development, grocery store

Fresh pasteurized cow milk is a basic product which is produced by most dairies in Republic
of Macedonia. It is produced by pasteurization of raw milk and packing in proper packaging. The
type of packaging used for this product depends on what kind of equipment manufacturer has. For
this milk product it is important to maintain the cold chain distribution (usually from 0-8°C), from
manufacturing plant to the final consumer. If you observe the prescribed temperature regime of
storage, the durability of this product varies from 4 up to 20 days.

A nutritional value of fresh milk is much better than UHT (Ultra High Temperature) milk and
worse than raw milk. But, still fresh pasteurized milk is much safer for customers’ health than
consumption of raw milk.

However, despite this fact which makes fresh milk as ideal choice to potential customers, the
market situation in the country is as follows:

- From total sales of milk in R.Macedonia only 26% is fresh pasteurized milk, 4% is milk
with added flavors (chocolate milk, etc.) and 70% is sales of UHT milk (Nielsen, JJ 2016).

Beyond these statistics, what is worth mentioning is that there is a sale of a certain amount of raw
milk at the market in R.Macedonia that is sold by farmers under improper packaging and storage
conditions, but because of the attractive price and consumer opinion that this kind of milk is the
most natural, milk is still bought from them.

- Total sold volume of fresh pasteurized milk is around 275.000 liters per month VS
1.717.000 liters UHT milk sold per month.

- Fresh milk is stored in unsuitable conditions in a lot of grocery stores. The refrigerators in
grocery stores are old and without doors which cause improperly cooling of the products inside.
On the other hand, in some grocery stores the fresh milk products are stored near refrigerators at
room temperature. Under such storage conditions the quality of this milk is getting worse, or it
becomes the base for development of unwanted microflora and shortening their shelf life.

- Fresh milk is produced by nearly all major and medium-sized dairies in R.Macedonia.

- The space for placing the fresh milks in the grocery stores compared with space for UHT
milks is very small, about 10 times smaller. This is because the profit for grocery stores
owners from fresh and UHT milks are very small per liter and Fresh milks must to be stored
in the refrigerators which create energy cost.

- Dairies in R.Macedonia do not invest money in marketing for these products. For many years
in the country marketing expenses for this category of milk are almost zero and the whole
budget for promotion of products is allocated for promotion of UHT milk and sour milk
products. It is not surprising, because the fresh milk in the mind of consumers is assessed as:

v' Products with a very short shelf life, compared with the UHT milk

v Products that have a strong smell which reminds of the animal from which it comes

v" Products that are commonly purchased to be used as an ingredient in the preparation of
other food

v" Products that should have a lower selling price

v" Products which must be always boiled before consumption

v" Products should be packed in a plastic bag which is perceived as unhygienic and
unattractive

Because of all these reasons, fresh pasteurized milks which are presented at the market have
low prices, which entail inability to invest in their development and promotion. Such
developments contributed sales of fresh milk to have a constant decline in recent years, which is
reflected among all manufacturers. The most affected is the market leader in this product category
"Bitolsko Fresh Milk" form the dairy “Mlekara AD Bitola”. From leading position in market share
in R.Macedonia, “Bitolsko Fresh Milk” has the best brand image and it is most often associated
with attributes such as: Made in Macedonia, Brand with tradition, Brand I trust and For the whole
family, by consumers. On the other side, fresh milk from “Vita Pela” dairy has the lowest results
among brands and significant decrease on total awareness in 2016 year. (Deep Dive, 2016)

However, for better understanding the situation of the fresh pasteurized milk it is better to
divide the territory of R. Macedonia into 4 regions (South, West, Central and Skopje region) as
you can see in next picture:
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Picture 2: R.Macedonia divided in regions for better understanding the fresh milk market

After this, on the Picture 3 we can see the importance of each of the regions and the size of
the grocery store to sold quantities of fresh pasteurized milk. For better understanding how the size
of the grocery store effect on sales of this kind of milk we must divide the grocery stores on:

- Supermarkets (over 301 m2)
- Large and medium groceries (41-300m2)
- Small groceries (0-40m2)

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Possibilities for development
The current market situation of fresh milk is overall bad with worse expectations especially
in Central Region which covers only 5% of total sales of fresh pasteurized milk in R.Macedonia.
At grocery stores owners’ side of view, the sold quantities of fresh milk in the large and medium
groceries are also with worse expectations. But, there are many possibilities for development of
the market for this kind of products which can be grouped in 4P’s of marketing mix:
1. Product
- Improve type of packaging for this kind of product
This means changing the current packages with packages made from eco materials,
packages which are more resistant on physical damages, packages with easy open/close
opening solutions, packages which will secure the products from leaking via cup even
after a lot of open/close cycles etc.
- Better design of the packaging
The design has to be attractive with elements which indicate clearly that it is fresh milk
and with elements that connect this product with other products from the some producer
- Offering fresh milk from different type of milk
On the market in R. Macedonia only fresh milks from cow milk are presented, and there
is possibility to launch fresh milk from goat or sheep milk
2. Place
- Increase of numeric distribution
This kind of product must be presented as near as possible to potential customers. That
means to be presented in almost all grocery stores
- Providing more space for this kind of milk in grocery stores
This can be applied initially with negotiations with key grocery stores in R.Macedonia to
help them to understand the importance of this category of milk products for their
customers and for them (every day need of these products means every day visit the
grocery store from potential customers)
- More focus on these products from merchandisers
That means merchandisers to take every day care during their visit of the grocery stores to
secure that fresh milk is always placed in the fridges in the place provided for fresh milk
with company/grocery store market merchandising standards
3. Promotion
- BTL (Below-the-Line Marketing) promotion
Initially it’s better to promote this kind of products with: giving free products to potential
customers in key grocery stores, combo promotion with complementary products from
other food factory etc.
- ATL (Above-the-Line Marketing) promotion
This promotion can be performed only when the BTL promotions will drive the market
with positive effect because ATL promotions need a lot of money to spend. This kind of
promotion can be useful for promoting new products in this category, some characteristic
of the product (example: no need to boil, easy open/close packaging...) etc.
4. Price
- A little increase of price
The change of current prices is needed to cover the future expenses for improvement of
these products and their promotion. But, for now it’s better the price to be no more than
50mkd per litter in grocery stores.

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Abstract: The consumption of organic milk is increasing rapidly. However, the behaviour of
organic milk consumers is still not enough investigated. The purpose of this study was to
determine variables which influence the attitude towards organic milk consumption, as well
as variables which influence the buying intention of organic milk in Republic of Macedonia.
Thereat, factors such as positive opinion toward organic milk and food related lifestyle, as
well as level of trust in organic food label, objective knowledge and gender of respondents
showed to have a significant influence on organic milk buying intention. More precisely, a
significant and positive influence on buying intention of organic milk was observed
considering the belief in positive aspects of organic milk, subjective knowledge, objective
knowledge, and attitude towards buying organic milk. According to the results of this study
recommendations for marketing practice and especially for communication policy might be
created. Communication directed to female population should use classic advertising based
on functional information, while the one directed to male population should use more
emotional advertising. By using classic advertising education of consumers should be
performed in order to promote benefits of organic milk in regards to conventional milk.

Introduction

The organic milk is milk produced from cows fed exclusively with natural food that are kept
healthy without the use of common medical products (i Lynchehaun Hill, 2002). That way of
production compared to conventional milk production has a significant advantage. The organic
milk has a larger percentage of polyunsaturated and omega-3 fatty acids, and a greater share of the
CLA, lower omega 3 and omega 6 fatty acids (Ellis et all 2006; BaltuSnikiene et all, 2008; ...
Prandini et all., 2009; Popovic Vranjes et all, 2010). The advantage of the organic milk is
recognized by the consumers and the consumption of organic milk is significantly growing. As a
popular environmentally friendly product, the organic milk is a major topic. To understand the
organic milk consumers’ behavior it is necessary to investigate the background of the buyers
behavior i.e. the psychological constructs that are important in making buying decisions. It is
mainly important to investigate the facts that affect the attitudes and the purchase intention given
that attitudes indirectly, and the purchase intention directly affect the behavior of buying. The
available literature has noted the influence of different facts and attitudes towards the organic food
and the purchasing intention. Knowledge positively influences both objectively and subjectively
towards the attitudes for ecological food products. According to Thegersen (2007), the most
powerful influence on the attitudes towards organic food and products has the confidence
associated with the health and taste of these products (Aertsens et al., 2011). Chen (2009) came to
the results that show an important mediating role of the lifestyle in explaining attitudes towards
organic food. The author points out that the healthy lifestyle of the individual should result in
positive attitudes towards organic food.
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The differences in attitudes because of education, place of living / growing, the economic status,
the presence of children in the family, according to our knowledge, are not empirically confirmed.
In the previous empirical researches was confirmed that the intention to buy organic food
influence the attitudes (Radman 2005; Tarkiainen, Sundqvist, 2005), the subjective knowledge
(Chryssochoidis, 2000, Grazia De Magistris, 2007) and the trust in organic food (Ahmad , Juhdi,
2008).
Objectives of the research

The aim of this research is to determine which variables influence the attitudes and
behavior of the consumers of organic milk and on the intention to buy organic milk. Tthe impact
of socio-demographic variables for the attitude towards organic milk was also researched.
Materials and methods of research

The study was conducted by the method of personal examination of a sample of 200
consumers of organic food products from Republic of Macedonia. The choice of the sample is
carried out in two steps. There were selected two types of stores where you can buy organic milk,
supermarkets and specialized shops for organic products.
The statements related to diet, for further processing are subjected to cluster analysis. There were
received two clusters - a group of subjects who differ depending on the concerns about the impact
of diet on their health, who are called strong and weak health conscious food consumers. The
variable trust for the organic milk is calculated as the average of two statements related to the trust
of organic milk. In the same way were used three statements concerning the attitudes towards
buying organic milk, to calculate new variables "attitude for buying organic milk." To study the
influence of the independent variables on the dependent variables simple regression analysis and
analysis of variance (ANOVA) were used.
All the analyzes were carried out on different level of significance 5%. The statistic processing
was performed by static software package SPSS.
Results and Discussion

Sample description

The sample taken for this research has more female respondents (65%). Most of the
respondents were in the age group 26-35 years (50.5%). The majority of the respondents grew up
in the city (61%). The economic status of the families of most respondents is average (40%). Most
of the respondents had completed higher or colledge education (54%). Only 15.5% of the
respondents live in families with children under 6 years old.

Behavior when buying

According to the results of 41% (82) consumers of organic food products in the last 10
purchases of milk at least once bought organic milk, and 59% (118) of them did not. As a place of
buying ecological milk, the most of the examined answered that it is the supermarket (81.7%). The
remaining answered that they buy the organic milk in specialized shops for organic food (8.17%),
and there are also respondents who buy organic milk in the shops of DM (1,22%).

Test results of the relationship between the variables of the model

It was confirmed a significant positive impact of confidence in the organic milk (healthier
and tastes better than the conventional) as the attitude towards buying organic milk (B = 0,437, p
= 0.000) (Table 1). The respondents who had a higher degree of confidence in the domestic and
the EU eco-label had significantly more positive attitude towards buying organic milk than people
with lower levels of confidence in the organic label (B = 0.273, p = 0.000; B = 0,152, p = 0.006)
(Table 1). The study did not reveal a significant influence of the subjective knowledge on the
opinion for buying organic milk.

The respondents who know that organic products do not contain synthetic chemicals have
more positive attitude towards buying organic milk than the respondents who do not know it (4.22
and 3.90, p = 0.020). The respondents who know that there are no differences in the nutritional
composition between the organic and the conventional milk have a negative attitude towards
buying organic milk than those who do not know (3.97 and 4.24, p = 0.017), (Table 2). The third
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statement that measured the objective knowledge! has no influence on the attitude towards organic
milk.

The diet significantly affects the ratio of buying organic milk, which confirms the
hypothesis about the relationship between the health care and the position of the organic milk
(4.22 and 3.90, p = 0.020) (Table 2). From a socio-demographic features, only the respondents’
sex has significant influence on the attitude of buying organic milk. The female population has
more positive attitude than men (4.23 and 3.98, p = 0.030) (Table 3), which is consistent with the
results of the previous studies of ecological food products.

The intention of buy organic milk is significantly influenced by superior factors. The
respondents with strong positive assurance for organic milk expressed stronger intention for
purchasing (B = 0.375, p = 0.000), as well as respondents who knew more about organic milk (B
=0,290, p =0.000) (Table 3).

' Do not exist significant differences in the amount of milk produced by cows in organic and conventional
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Out of the three statements that measure the knowledge of ecological products and organic milk,
only one significantly influenced the intention of buying. Specifically, the respondents who knew
that there are significant differences in the amount of milk produced by cows in organic and
conventional production have stronger intention for purchasing than those respondents who do not
know (2,40 and 1,81, p=0.016) (Table 4) .

Conclusion

In this paper the variables that influence the attitudes towards organic milk, i.e. the
variables that affect the intention to buy organic milk are confirmed. To the attitude for buying
organic milk significant influence have: the opinion for organic milk, the respondents’ food
lifestyles, the level of confidence in the domestic as well as in the EU Eco label, the objective
knowledge and the sex of the respondents. Significant and positive impact on the intention to
purchase organic milk is noticed, given the confidence for organic milk, the subjective knowledge,
the objective knowledge and the attitudes about buying organic milk. According to the results of
this research, it is possible to make recommendations for marketing practice. Women have a more
expressive awareness about the relationship of the diet to health, positive attitude for organic milk
and show greater intention to purchase compared to the male population. Communication among
women should be used as a conventional advertising that is based on functional information, while
that which is aimed at the male population should be used as emotional advertising. It is
confirmed that consumers who have confidence in the eco packaging have more positive attitude
towards organic milk. In future, the eco labels should be promoted and they should be clearly
displayed on the packaging of the products. Consumers who are already familiar with the benefits
of organic milk had a more positive attitude to its purchase and vice versa. Therefore, alongside
with the classical advertising the education of consumers should be used in order to promote the
advantages of organic milk compared to the conventional.

ANALYSIS OF MARKETING INSTRUMENTS USED BY ORGANIC
FOOD PRODUCERS FROM REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA

Abstract: The overview of previous research results points out to the fact that the
majority of the sources related to the organic food marketing belong to the literature based
on the research of consumers, with the lack of extensive research of organic food producers.
Thus, the results obtained by the quantitative research of organic food producers on the
territory of the Republic of Macedonia, are presented in this paper. The main marketing mix
instruments (4P) are in the focus of analysis, as the most beneficial way of determining the
success of marketing activities of the organic food producers in Republic of Macedonia. In
order to get a comprehensive idea of the success of the market activity of the producers, the
obtained results are explained in regard to the theoretical knowledge of consumer behavior,
acquired by an extensive overview of the relevant literature. The research results are
significant, both for the producers of organic food, as well as for traders, because they
indicate the key elements to improve the placement of organic food products originating in
Republic of Macedonia. As an important contribution of the paper to the topic,
recommendations for the development of an appropriate marketing strategy are given in the
conclusion.

Introduction

The production of organic food takes central place in the transition to sustainable production and
consumption in the food sector (Vitters & Tangeland, 2015). In the organic production every stage
of the process, from production to consumption, is supervised and certified, and thus ensures the
achievement of long-term usefulness for people and the environment, such as: promotion of the
land quality and the water resources, improving the biodiversity, slowing the climate changes,
reducing the exposure to toxic chemicals, with regard to the high standards of the animal welfare,
increasing sales and profits of farmers, stopping the depopulation of the rural areas and of course
the production of food with high nutritional value and health safety (Stolze et all., 2000; Heaton,
2002; Piementel et all., 2005; Nieberg & Offerman, 2008; Lairon, 2010; Dimitry et all., 2012) .
Objectives of the research

The aim of this paper is to analyze each individual marketing mix tool of the organic food
producers from Macedonia and thus identify a potential gap between the market activity of the
producers and consumer behavior to the organic food, taking into account the instruments of the
marketing mix. Identifying and understanding the weaknesses in the functioning of the marketing
mix is crucial for the development and implementation of successful marketing strategies and as a
result, improving the competitiveness within the producers of organic food.

Material and methods

In order to achieve the preset goals, there has been conducted an empirical research, i.e. survey
examining the producers (in the sample were included 41 producers) alongside with the consumers
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(included 200 consumers) of organic food in Republic of Macedonia, which is also a prerequisite
for the realization of the main objective of the research, and that is to discover the extent to which
the domestic producers have set up the instruments of the marketing mix to the actual customers’
requirements, and that is the extent to which the domestic producers adjusted the instruments to
the marketing mix.
In the survey of the producers’ views to the organic food can be applied qualitative as well as
quantitative research. The study presented in this paper is based on findings obtained in
quantitative research, using the technique of polling. As an instrument was used a structured
questionnaire which included a list of questions formulated by the author, which are presented
mainly in the form of closed multiple-choice questions and five-grade scale. The data analysis was
conducted using the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS - Statistical Package for Social
Sciences), and the results presented in this paper were obtained by using descriptive statistics
(relative numbers, measures of central tendency and measures of dispersion).
Results and Discussion

Product

The organic food as a product is the most important variable of the marketing mix. The
quality of the organic food produced in Macedonia is high. The marking of certified organic
products as an important aspect of the product mix in Macedonia is regulated by law. So the
product as such is not a problem, but the main drawback concerns the improper structure of the
production range. The survey results show that 81% of the surveyed manufacturers believe that
their product range is wide, while only 19% believe that it is narrow. The most common types of
organic food are grains and fresh vegetables. For production of the given product categories have
decided more than a half of the respondents (51.2%). On the other hand, the lowest percentage of
those are engaged in the production of organic honey (9.8%), beverages (9.8%) and sugar products
(2.4%). The structure which is given, is synchronized enough with the structure of the market
demand.

Price

The certified organic products achieve significantly more favorable prices compared to the
products produced with the conventional methods. The main reason for that is the
disproportionately higher demand than supply of organic food in combination with other factors
such as the substitutes price, the consumers income, the organic food availability, as well as the
quality of other marketing tools. The price of the organic food within the most production units
from Macedonia covered in the survey (70.7%) is 30% higher than the conventional food. On the
contrary, only 12.2% and 2.4% of manufacturers have priced up to 50% and 80% higher than the
conventional rivals. This confirms the price competitiveness within the domestic producers and in
accordance with the consumers goodwill to pay for these types of product. Despite the demands of
the Western market to allow producers from Macedonia slight increase in the price of organic
food, the price as an instrument of the marketing mix is sufficiently adapted to the demand.

Channels of marketing

The organic food as a relatively new product is very important to ensure Internet
availability when and where the consumers would want. On the way to the consumer, the organic
products are transported, stored and sold separately from the products of conventional production,
unless they are properly packaged and placed in a separate section that is suitably marked (Law on
Organic Production, 2010). According to the results of this survey the wholesale and the
supermarkets are the most important channels in sales for most of the surveyed producers (87.8%
and 82.9%). On the other hand, specialty shops and markets are less used as channels for sales of
organic food to the consumers. The results are consistent with the findings of the theoretical
analysis which enable users to choose a supermarket as a place where they usually buy organic
food. The above leads to the conclusion that the channels of marketing as a tool of marketing mix,
are adapted according to the consumers’ behavior.
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Marketing communication

The presence of confusion or lack of knowledge among consumers regarding the
certification and labeling of the organic products indicate the inefficiency of the marketing
communication, but also the enormous importance of this instrument for further growth in the
market for organic food. According to the responses of the surveyed manufacturers 75.6% use
personal selling, while 61% of the manufacturers use the Internet as a means of communicating
with consumers. The personal selling is the highest, as a form of communication on the business
market, but not on the market of individual consumers. The economic propaganda in the context of
marketing communication, is used less by the respondents in the sample, although a review of the
literature showed that consumers generally receive information about organic products through
electronic and print media, as well as through oral propaganda. As a result, marketing
communication as a tool of the marketing mix is not adjusted with the consumers’ behavior. The
data from the survey show that the Internet (4.59) and television (4.32) are rated by the producers
as the most efficient means of marketing communication, and telephone (2.12) and mails (1.98) -
as the least efficient.

This means that the participation of individual methods of communication in the promotional
mix do no match only to the preferences of the consumers, but also to the subjective assessment of
the producers in terms of the efficiency of the given instruments of communication, with the
customers.

Competitiveness within the producers of organic food

A company can achieve competitive advantage by creating an offer that meets the needs of
potential buyers better than the competitors offer. It is therefore very important, as much as
possible, the companies to be familiar with their existing competitors as well as with some future
ones. The value of the arithmetic mean shows that all the respondents rated themselves as
competitive producers in terms of the major competitors. These results must be considered with a
certain amount of doubt regarding the reality of their answers and respondents should be asked an
important question, which is how well these producers know their competitors. This leads to the
conclusion that they investigated the competitive environment very little, partly because of the big
growth of the demand in many markets which on the market mitigates the degree of rivalry among
the competitors. Taking into account the fact, other data show that the quality of the products is the
highest ranked dimension of the competitiveness (AS = 4.68), while the introduction of new
products (AS = 3.95) and the additional services (AS = 4.00) - the lowest rated dimensions. These
data reveal the main weakness of the producers from Macedonia, which is manifested in the
insufficient presence of innovation and customer orientation in their operations.

Conclusions and Recommendations

Although Macedonia is a country with comparative advantages for development of organic
production, the market is still at an early stage of development. The lack of strategic approach
towards the business and poor appreciation of the consumers’ needs and desires, which results in
even worse maladjustment of the marketing mix to the structure of the demand is the main reason
of the unused opportunities on the market by Macedonian producers. Therefore, we should pay
more attention to the marketing and understand the indispensible role that the marketing plays in
the work of the organic food producers. The findings to which was come through theoretical and
empirical research can provide a solid basis for selection of appropriate marketing strategies. An
important aspect on which is based the marketing strategy is properly executed market
segmentation. For segmentation of the market of organic food it is best to use socio-demographic
and behavioral variables. The target markets on which the marketing efforts should be focused
primarily consist of mature female individuals who are married and have children, preadolescents
and people with higher incomes and higher education levels. For implementation of the strategy of
differentiation, the emphasis should be placed on the product design and packaging, to ensure
recognition of the products in the mass of similar products. In the positioning of organic food, it is
also very important the positioning to be based on instrumental values such as health, because in
these values the consumers find the main motive for buying organic food. Socially responsible
behavior of the enterprises can also provide added value based on a favorable reputation that they
create.
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Abstract: The aim of this study was to determine to which degree the Internet and e-
marketing are represented in the operation of Macedonian agribusiness, and also to explore
the attitudes of employees to e-business. The results show that 63.4% of surveyed businesses
have their own websites. Businesses with higher annual turnover (over 5.000.000 denars) in a
greater proportion have their own websites. Websites of businesses mostly provide general
information on the business and a catalogue of products, while online wholesale and e-
payment are poorly represented. Only 18.3% of the surveyed businesses use e-commerce,
and the majority of those have a lower annual turnover (<5.000.000 denars) and a small
number of employees (up to 15). Among the businesses that offer the possibility of e-
commerce, the majority are those whose e-commerce does not exceed 5% in total sales. The
surveyed businesses consider indifference of customers for this kind of purchasing and
higher payment risk during charging the most important reasons for not using e-commerce.
Respondents believe that e-business is the necessary precondition for successful business in
the future (mean 4.16) and that competition forces the use of e-business (mean 3.71). The
results of this study provide guidance for the further development of e-marketing in
Macedonian agribusiness.

Introduction

The revolution in the information technology (IT) and communication have changed the way that
people do business today. The dynamics of the today's business requires connecting of all the
participants in the business processes and immediate response to the market. The business
becomes business in the real sense of the word, in real time. Many agribusiness companies based
on the customers’ loyalty, improve the quality of e-services. (Chang, 2009). The E-marketing is
defined as using the Internet and other digital technologies (eg. Mobile) along with the traditional
methods in order to achieve the marketing objectives. (Skare, 2011b). The e-marketing covers a
wide range of information technology with three major objectives: transfer of the marketing
strategies to create more value through effective segmentation, targeting differentiation and
positioning, effective planning and implementation of the distribution, promotion and products
pricing, services and ideas and exchange that will satisfy the consumers as individuals and the
organization's goals (Strauss et. all., 2003). The e-marketing is an integral part of the electronic
commerce (Licul-Martinci¢, 2002). For products in agriculture and related activities, the Internet
could be a valuable tool on the market that will supplement the commercial activities. The sector
of agriculture and food is not fully competitive in relation to the use of new information
technology (Kourgiantakis et.all., 2003). For this reason, the information technology, especially
the Internet has the potential to promote economic characteristics of the agricultural sector. The e-
marketing in the agribusiness brings many advantages such as reducing the cost of intermediation
(related to the wholesale and retail), reduced time consumption, information gathering, selection
and processing that leads to improved management of the supply chains, as well as expansion of
the market involvement and / or expansion of new markets (Fraser, 2000).
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Objectives of the research The main goal of this research is to identify the Internet and the e -
marketing involvement in the agribusiness sector in Republic of Macedonia and explore the
attitudes of the employees in the sector of agribusiness i.e. e-commerce.

Methodology of the research

The data on the use of the Internet and the e-marketing in Macedonian companies in the
agribusiness sector were collected from an on-line survey conducted in May 2017.

The research involved 142 business entities engaged in agriculture. The questionnaire included
general information about business entities, characteristics of the respondents, representing web
sales and web page among business entities and views about the Internet business. For the analysis
of the collected data were used one-variant (frequency and distribution) and two-variant (hi-
square test) methods of data analysis. The data were analyzed in the program package SPSS.
Research Results

Of the total number of respondents in the survey were included 97 limited liability companies, 23
family agricultural economies, 11 joint stock companies, 8 crafts and 3 cooperatives. Among the
surveyed entities 96.5% are private, and only 3.5% are public companies. The businesses of the
surveyed economic subjects are shown in Table 1. When the survey was conducted on businesses,
they could respond with more answers. The main activity of the majority of the surveyed
enterprises is manufacturing (77.5%). Trade as main business is stated within 26.1% of the
enterprises, and providing services with 20.4%. Most businesses have between 1 and 15
employees (51.4%) and 16-50 employees (22.6%). 51 to 250 employees have 19.7% of the
surveyed businesses and only 6.3% have more than 250 employees.

The research is dominated by businesses with annual turnover of 50.000.000 MKD
(42%), followed by those with 10.000.000-50.000.000.00 MKD (28%). The businesses with an
annual turnover of less than 850,000 MKD make 13% of the respondents, while those with an
annual turnover from 850,000 MKD to 5000.000.00 earn 11% of the respondents. The lowest
percentage earn from 5 million to 10 million MKD have annual turnover (6%). The survey
included more men than women. Dominate respondents aged between 35 and 50 years old, while
the lowest rates are those that are more than 50 years old. Almost 60% of the respondents have
higher or college education, while 9% of the respondents have completed a master's degree or
doctorate. Dominate respondents with less than 10 years of work experience in the current
business entity (71.1%) while only 7.0% of the respondents in the current business entity work for
more than 20 years.

Even 63.4% of the surveyed businesses have their own website, which is a smaller
proportion compared to the results of the research conducted in Greece (Kourgiantakis isur.,
2003), where 78% of the surveyed businesses have a website and in Zimbabwe (Mupemhi i sur.,
2011), where even 90% of them have a website. Among those who do not have a website, most of
them plan to make their own website in near future, while 23.1% of the respondents do not intend
to make a website.

The prevalence of Web pages within the business entities depend on the annual turnover
of the enterprises. Businesses with higher incomes are more likely to own a website than people
with low incomes. There is no connection to the other characteristics of the business entities
(number of employees, business level, seat of the county, business sector) and the existence of a
website by the business person (p>0,05).

Out of the 90 respondents who have a web page, more than half (51.1%) believe that the
establishment of the website have a moderate impact on the recognition of the business entity
among customers and their potential partners, 24.4% answered that this influence is significant,
next are those who consider the impact of the web page as insignificant (15.6%). Only 8.9% of the
respondents believe that the impact of the website is very important to create visibility of their
business among customers and potential partners. Among the enterprises that have a web page, the
most prevalent is general information for their businesses and catalog of their products, while on-
line commerce and e-payment is underrepresented which is equivalent to the results of the research
conducted in Crete (Kourgiantakis et. All., 2003) (Table 1).

Almost 90% of the surveyed businesses believe that their websites cannot fully meet the needs of
advertising. Among the surveyed businesses only 18.3% sell their products online, while the
remaining 81.7% are unable to make e-sales. The results of the survey show that the annual
turnover of the business entities is related to the sale of products online (p<0,05). Businesses with
low annual incomes often offer the possibility of e-sales compared to enterprises with high annual
revenue. The number of the employees is also associated with e-sales (p<0,05). Businesses with
fewer employees often have e-sales. The reasons for not using e-sales were also examined. The
surveyed businesses believe that the reluctance of the clients to that method of buying is because
of the great risk of charging. The high price for such a service is considered as a less important
reason. Some of the other reasons for not using e-sales are: the ignorance of the people, small
number of products, inadequacy of the products for such form of sales, lack of time and staff.
Among the businesses that offer the option of e-selling (N = 26) the biggest contribution hold
those whose e-sales in their total sales do not exceed 5% (42.3%), while in 11.5% of the
enterprises e-sales in their total sales participate with 31 and 50%. Within 23.1% of the enterprises
the e-sales in the total sales participate with 6-15% equal to the proportion of businesses (23.1%),
where the participation of e-sales in total sales is 16-30%.
Views on the e-commerce The respondents believe that e-commerce is essential for business
development in future (average value of 4.16, on a scale of 5 degrees where 1 means strongly
disagree and 5 means totally agree) and that the competition forces the use of e-sales (average
value of 3.71). The respondents do not think that the information about complex products can
hardly be presented via the Internet (average value of 2.90%) and that they cannot sell food
products online. Also, the surveyed businesses believe that the Internet has a major impact on the
companies’ operation.

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The results from the conducted survey showed that certain socio-demographic characteristics of
the respondents and the characteristics of the business entity influence the opinion of e-commerce.
Hence, there is a small percentage within the surveyed young people who believe that competition
forces the use of e-commerce (p = 0,014). The businesses with low annual turnover in a large
percentage believe that food products may be sold over the Internet, compared to enterprises with
high annual turnover.

Conclusion

The Internet as a global medium has a major impact on today's business world. Given that 72% of
the world population has access to the Internet, it is very obvious that the e-business is a necessary
condition for successful work in the business world. Today we receive all the necessary product
information via the Internet. From the e-marketing in the marketing strategic objectives the biggest
part belongs to the creation of a website, which is the first step to attract new customers and keep
the old ones. Pricing in the virtual market constantly requires observation and adjustment in order
for buyers to enable easier comparison and decision-making about the product they want to buy.
Businesses that use website enable customers shorter period of time to search, which nowadays,
with the fast pace of life is a big advantage. Pricing on the virtual market is becoming a dynamic
process that requires businesses continuous monitoring and adjustment, which on the other side
allows customers immediate use and easy decision making. The costs of promotion through the
Internet are significantly lower, and the availability to the customer is much more prevalent. E-
commerce, electronic publication and virtual communication with customers are some of the tools
that the modern managers must learn to use in the on-line environment. In terms of distribution,
the e-marketing reached the top, because it allows merging of both the offer and the demand in the
same place. The respondents believe that e-commerce is a necessary prerequisite for successful
business in future (average value of 4.16%) and competitive constraint on the use of e-commerce
(average value of 3.71%). The results form the survey showed that the surveyed businesses are
aware of the advantages and disadvantages of the Internet marketing, and the use of e-marketing is
to be a target of this kind of trade. The basic limit, in the opinion of the respondents, is the
ignorance of the business partners where occurs the need for education of the subjects of
agriculture and related industries as well as within the consumers about the opportunities and
advantages of the e-commerce.

Abstract:

This paper attempts at identifying some of the many psychological effects of appearance on
interpersonal communication, and first impression forming, in particular. Carrying out an
analysis of findings of previous research into appearance, physical attractiveness and
processes involved in appearance-related first impression formation and stereotyping,
emphasis is placed on the role of appearance in these processes and potential attribution on
individual’s own personal qualities and abilities to characteristics of their physical
appearance. Additionally, appearance is observed through the extend of its persuasive non-
verbal value in interpersonal communication.

Abstract:

Attributing appearance to personality traits has persisted throughout history as
judgements on personality based on the appearance are still in common talk. Individuals
continue to harbour some deep-seated associations between outward appearance and inner
character and over the years psychologists keep trying to find out the factors involved in
these processes. Research show that people assign more favourable personality traits and
personal qualities to people they judge to be attractive and vice versa. This paper carries out
an analysis of findings into physical attractiveness and the associated stereotypes with clear
examples on appearance and attributions of personality.

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PRACTICAL AND LEGAL ISSUES OF MANAGEMENT IN
“GATED” COMLEXES
Bisserka Marinova

Abstract

The theme of the report is aimed at exploring how adequately the legal framework
and its enforcement in case — law addresses the needs of the governance of "closed" type
complexes. Explored are the most common cases of possible different interpretations or gaps
in the regulation and the major groups of issues in this area.

Keywords: condominium, complex of "closed" type, management, contract

Some questions arise in connection with the legal conditions for the existence of a
residential complex of "closed" type. In §1 item. 1 of the Supplementary Provisions of
the Condominium Ownership Management Act (“COMA”) a “closed” complex is considered as
such only if it has residential use -i.e. the legal regulation is not applicable to other comlexes -
holiday resorts, business parks. I find unacceptable the interpretation of par. 1, item 3 of the
Supplementary Provisions of COMA, that the requirement for a complex of "closed" type shall
be considered as fullfiled even if there is of only one building —condominium (Decision Ne 87 /
09.03.2012 in civil case Ne 1115/2011 of the Supreme Court of Cassacion of Bulgaria, mandatory
case - practice under Article 290 of the Civil Procedure Code). I fully admit the motives about the
opposite opinion, given in Decision Ne 381 of 05.25.2016 in commercial case Ne 458/2016 of
Varna District Court.

In so-called "Horizontal condominium" (Velinov, 2003, r.14), (Vasilev, 2009), (Zaprianov,
2006), (Marinova, 2012, p. 28) COMA and in particular the management contract of common
areas in “closed”- type may be applied only after decision under Art. 33 of the Ownership Act,
taken by the co-owners of the land. It will be used without replacement of the applicability of the
Ownership Act with COMA (Supreme Court of Cassacion of Bulgaria, IV Chamber Order Ne 165
of 5.03.2014, case 47/2014; Bourgas District Court, Decision Ne 1000 of 10.27.2016 in common
case No 1328/2016).

The practice raises the question: how will the absence of one /some of the mandatory
elements of closed-type residential complexes affect to the management contract’s validity? The
lack of the established preconditions for the existence of such a complex will result in nullity of
the contract because it will contrary to the law and be with an impossible subject within the
meaning of Art. 26, para. 1 of the Law on Obligations and Contracts. In such cases the
management contract, concluded with the individual owner of an object in the complex, might
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produce legal effects and these clauses will be recognized as valid in accordance with Art. 26,
para. 4 of the Law on Obligations and Contracts (Decision Ne 381 of 05.25.2016 on commercial
case Ne 458/2016 by the Varna District Court). This will be in result of the existence of a decision
of the general meeting of the owners in the building for expenditure on consumables and routine
maintenance of the common areas of the condominium according to Art. 51 Par. 1 in connection
with Art.11,(1),i.5 which rules are mandatory (Order Ne 1097 of 17.11.2011 of the Supreme Court
of Cassacion of Bulgaria, I Chamber, on case Ne 4113/2015; Decision Ne 85 of 24.06.2014 2011,
in case Ne 1157/2014). For services which subject has activities that go beyond mere management
or luxury improvements the enforsement of the provisions of the management contract requires
either an explicity consent of every owner of a private entity or a decision of the General
Assembly, acting unanimously (Decision Ne 287 of 18.12.2014 of the Supreme Court of Cassacion
of Bulgaria, I Chamber, in case 3888/2014).

An important issue is the applicability of Art. 2 COMA to already concluded
management contracts. COMA has no retroactive effect and it can be concluded that even when
all the formal characteristics of an residential complex of closed type are fulfilled, but
condominium already occurred before the entry into force of COMA, the building can not be
managed by concluding management contract within the meaning and legal consequences of such
under Art. 2 COMA (Bourgas District Court, Decision Ne 972 of 20.10.2016 in common case Ne
1127/2016).

It is also essential to what extent the regime of government by contract under Art. 2
of COMA is imperative legal regime or this is a disposition rule. The second opinion is more
correct, as the will of the investor is of importance — he is the one to decide to design the entity in
complience with all the requirements for complex and will offer the prospective owners
management contracts providing the functioning of the complex as such.

Any part of the administrative authorities has role in designing, building or entering the
building in operation by special arrangements with regard to the quality of “closed”- type
residential complex (in this sense - Varna District Court, Decision Ne 389 of 05.27.2016 in case Ne
466/2016 ). Argument in favor of the thesis that the management mode of the comlex depends on
the will of the investor can be found in the text of the law which explicitly states that the entry of
the management contract in the book of the Property Registry may not be made by the other party
of the contract — the owner of a separate unit of property.

The legal characterization of the management contract in “closed”-type residential
complex as a teaty can be summarized in the sense that it is a bilateral, gratuitous, commercial,
formal, governed by the obligation’s law and with continuous action. (Goleva, 2008, p. 86)
(Goleva, 2011).

The formal requirement for conclusion a management contract is notarization of the
signatures of the parties (not of the content of the treaty as stipulated by Art. 589-590 of the Civil
Procedure Code). The entry of the management contract in the Property Register in the each
owner’s individual account in the Property Register as provided in Art. 2 para. 2 of COMA is not a
constituent element of the contract’s validity. The entry in the register has only declarative
character and the commitment to create obligation for the follow owner. It does not interfere with
the vesting effect of the management contract that shall be created with its conclusion (Decision of
05.26.2014 of Sofia Region Court in case Ne 18210/2013).

The parties of the management contract of the complex also contain in COMA. The
fact that it is signed by every owner of a individual object, which usually occurs after the transfer
of ownership and the permission for use of the building, guides to the conclusion that the signment
of the contract does not occur simultaneously for all the owners. (Decision Ne 972 of 20.10.2016 of
Bourgas District Court in case Ne 1127/2016; Decision of 26.05.2014 of Regional Court Sofia in
case Ne 18210/2013).

Problem of the case-law may cause the legal meaning of the term "investor" as a party
of the management contract under Art. 2 of COMA. Usually this is the person who built the
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building in a commercial manner, respectively, that has the same quality. There is an opinion
which does not stem directly from the norm, that "investor of art. 2 COMA must be the owner of
the plot, which builds the complex "(Stavru, 2009, p. 157). The practice expandly interpretates
the term 'investor" as a contractual party and allows this to be concluded by the person
designated by the investor, to whom he has entrusted the management of the complex (Decision
Ne 654 of 27.06.2016 of Bourgas District Court in case Ne 686/2016, which has entered into legal
force).

Attention deserves also the succession of the parties of management contracts.

Binding force of the registered contracts for management follows the next owners of
individual objects which frule is written in the imperative provision of Art. 2 para. 2 of COMA.
This is the reason for the recording of the management contract with the file of each owner of
property.

No less important, however, is the question is it permissible unilateral transfer of rights
and obligations by the investor to a third party. My opinion is that there is reason in the thesis that
the management contract is a contract intuitu personae and the owners of units in the complex may
not be forced to accept a change in the party without express explicit consent (in this sence:
Stavru, 2009, p. 160) ( Kalaidjiev, 2001, p. 203). This does not preclude the possibility a third
party to replace the investor in fulfillment of his rights and obligation, acting as his proxy,
representative or on his own behalf.

The object of management contracts of the complexes should also be defined.
Essential is the understanding that the conclusion of management contracts in "closed" type
complexes refer only to the management of the common parts. The existence of a contract for
management of the complex does not exclude the management of individual buildings in a
condominium to be made in any of the provided in COMA forms of governance (Marinova, 2012,
p. 208). In order to delegate ) powers rights which according to the law — COMA, Art. 12 para. 1,
belong to the management bodies to other person (investor or company, specialized in
management and maintenance) an authorization with notarized signatures is required (Supreme
Court of Cassacion of Bulgaria, II Chamber Decision Ne 87 of 9.03.2012 in case Ne 1115/2011
under Article 290 of the Civil Procedure Code).

The specific content of the management contract is left to the will of the parties
(Stavru, 2009, p. 167), (Supreme Court of Cassacion of Bulgaria, II Chamber Decision Ne 87 of
9.03.2012 in case No 1115/2011). It is logical that the clauses in the management contracts,
concluded with the different owners, should be identical by contracting type, similar to that in
general terms (Decision Ne 381 of 05.25.2016 in commercial case Ne 458/2016 of Varna District
Court.), (Vasilev, 2009).

A key moment in relations in the complexes of ,,closed” type is the financial obligations
due to the investor. When a management contract exists, the set / determinable in it costs for
maintenance and management are a special mode that derogates the common text of Art. 11,
paragraph 1, item of COMA - as one of the powers of the general meeting of the condominium
(Decision Ne 36 0f 9.01.2017 of Regioonal Court - Bourgas in case Ne 2708/2016; Decision Ne 654
of 06.27.2016 of OS - District Court - Bourgas in case Ne 686/2016, which entered into legal
force). In the absence of a signed contract for management of the common parts of the comlex by
the particular owner of a separate unit, the receivable by the management company payments may
be based on a relationship negotiorum gestio under the regulation of art. 61, para 2 of the Law of
Obligations and Contracts (Decision Ne 1258 of 25.02.2014 of City Court Sofia, IV-d Chamber in
appeal common case Ne 14511/2013).

Regarding the term of the management contract - the obligation of the investor is to
ensure the functioning of the complex precisely as such and to provide promised in the contract for
management services. That activity is not limited by any time and is for an unlimited period
(Decision Ne 909 of 10.05.2016 of District Court - Bourgas in case Ne 880/2016, which entered
into legal force).
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Opportunities for cancellation of a management contract by the individual owner due
to default by the contractor are limited - only in full default (Decision Ne 1004 of 27.10.2016 of
District Court - Bourgas in case. Ne 1122 / 2016). As for the registration of the termination of the
management contracts, such is not permited in view of the exhaustive list in art. 4 of the Rules of
registration (as in the Cadastre and Land Registry Law) in which the possible acts to be registered
are pointed (Order Ne 39 of 23.01.2015, Supreme Court of Cassacion of Bulgaria, I Chamber, in
case Ne 7347/2014).

THE CONCLUSIONS that can be drawn from this study may be summarized as
follows:

1. The legal framework of the management of complexes of "closed" type needs to be
more completed and refined: expanding the scope of regulation beyond residential use of the
comlexes; statutory definition of the number of buildings under condominium ownership as part of
the complex of "closed" type; clarification of the term "investor"; indication of the basic
obligations of the investor and grounds for termination of management contracts by the individual
owner.

2. The case - law gives to the provisions of the Law on Condominium Management quite
an extended interpretation in attempt to make it usefull to the market practice.

3. In life practice contracts to manage complexes of "closed" type in the strict sense of
Art. 2 of COMA are not commonly used. Treaties concluded on the principle of contractual
freedom are preferred. The main reasons are ambiguities in the legislation; the lack of not so
flexible and not sufficiently consistent mandatory case - law in this area; the market practice
management contracts to be offered frequently with the preliminary contracts for the purchase of
property in non-finished construction.

In the paper are presented results from research significance level of criteria for
quality of social services for children, deprived of parental care. This research is preceded
from another whereby are develop criteria for quality of social services from: users of social
services for children, deprived of parental care; providers of social services and the staff
working in them; foster parents; providers of social services in the community; staff from
Department of “Child protection” and other experts. Research was conducted on the
territory of Municipality Varna and Municipality Dobrich, via a questionnaire that contains
185 criteria, separate in three groups: Criteria relevant with qualities and skills of staff;
Criteria relevant with organization of the work process; Criteria relevant with satisfy needs
of users. Significance level of criteria is research via questionnaire, which includes all
develop criteria from groups studied. In the questionnaire was used six - points scale for
determination significance level.
